Question:  The end user asks that the heater be compatible with an existing loadlock transfer system.  In order to make sure the heater we quote is compatible, we will need to know what the substrate transfer mechanism is - does the system have a magnetic transport arm with a fork?  Is a wobble stick involved?  are there view ports to allow one to see the transfer?  Again, how far from the 10" CF flange must the transfer take place?  Does the system need to operate in the fashion shown if other approaches will work?

Response:  We have a magnetic transport arm and a wobble stick with a fork.  There is a view port to see the substrate transfer.  The transfer takes place about 11.5 inches from the 10 CF flange.  Please note that only the flange is 10 the chamber is 16 inches in diameter, so there is enough room to load and unload the substrate. Other design approaches may be considered, as long as the other specifications are met.
