A2:  The statement "These services shall be at no extra charge" refers to both the computers and printer.

A7:  The North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) replaced the U.S. Standard Industrial Classification system.  721110 identifies Hotels (except Casino Hotels) and Motels.  Six million dollars is the amount established to determine small business size standards for companies under this NAICS code.  Additional details can be found at www.sba.gov .  NAICS can then be accessed through a drop down box.
