Mission Operations Voice Enhancement (MOVE) 

Request for Information #2 (RFI2) Release Notice


Description

This notice is issued by NASA/GSFC to post a Request for Information (RFI) via the Internet for the NASA Mission Operations Voice Enhancement (MOVE) project and solicit responses from interested parties in regard to vendor capability.  This is the second RFI posted for this project (reference RFI-007MOVE for the first RFI posting).

The following information is included in this RFI posting:

· System Requirements Document (SRD), Draft K

· Statement of Work (SOW), Draft I

· Summary of Changes for the SRD between Draft G (RFI#1) and Draft K

· Summary of Changes for the SOW between Draft E (RFI #1) and Draft I

· SRD Compliance Matrix

· Response Instructions

These documents are for information and planning purposes and to allow industry the opportunity to verify reasonableness and feasibility of the requirements.

As identified in the first RFI cycle, the goal of the MOVE project is to replace and standardize existing NASA Mission Operations Voice Systems with Commercial off the shelf (COTS) equipment to the maximum extent possible. This requirement encompasses several NASA centers.  Interested parties are requested to review the posted documents and respond per the instructions provided in this posting.

Two additional files, which are referenced within the MOVE SRD, are posted with this RFI:

· 2810.MOVE (URL to NASA document NPR 2810.1 Security of Information Technology)

· JSC-13365 (Johnson Space Center Control Center Complex Digital Voice Communications Subsystem to Data Distribution and Workstation/Server Platforms Subsystem Interface Control Document)

Industry responses to the initial MOVE RFI cycle provided a significant amount of very helpful and useful information.  This information allowed the MOVE Project to further refine both the SRD and SOW.  The summaries of changes to each of these documents since the initial RFI release are included in this posting for your information.  Most significant among the changes was in the keyset area in the SRD.  Industry feedback allowed the MOVE Project to make several changes in that area resulting in a better consolidation of functionality.

Primary Goal

NASA’s intent for MOVE is to use a Fixed Price contract vehicle.  Accordingly, we are seeking to minimize the amount, complexity, and risk of custom development required to meet our needs.  

The primary goal of this second RFI cycle is to

· obtain information from industry specifically pertaining to any MOVE requirements that will drive development schedule, cost, or risk; and

· use this information to make  sound, final adjustments to our requirements where warranted prior to release of a Draft Request for Proposal.

Responders are requested to review the attached SOW and SRD (and other supporting information) and identify those requirements that are not currently provided by their existing and/or planned products and therefore will require additional development.  If alternate, comparable capabilities are available in a COTS product, provide information identifying the alternative capability.  

Additionally, a Rough Order of Magnitude (ROM) cost estimate for any development should also be provided.  This information should be provided in the form of a completed SRD Compliance Matrix (attached to this posting).  As a result of the information received from this RFI cycle, NASA may consider further updates to the SRD and SOW that may delete or modify some requirements in order to meet the goal of utilizing COTS solutions to the maximum extent possible, while still maintaining maximum competition.

Response Guidelines

Responses to this RFI should be in accordance with the attached Response Instructions.

Procurement related questions should be directed to the Point-of-Contact identified in this posting.  Electronic submission is encouraged.

Responses to this RFI are to be forwarded to the Point-of-Contact identified in this posting.  Electronic submission is encouraged.  Please provide ten (10) copies of any written response if not submitted electronically.  All responses to this RFI shall be submitted no later than December 3, 2004.  Please reference RFI-007MOVE in any response.

This pre-solicitation synopsis is not to be construed as a commitment by the Government, nor will the Government pay for the information submitted in response. Respondents will not be notified of the results. Respondents deemed fully qualified will be considered in any resultant solicitation for the requirement.
