Motor Vehicle Mechanic (05190) - Repairs, rebuilds, or overhauls major assemblies of internal combustion automobiles and trucks. MINOR ROAD-SIDE REPAIRS are defined as those which can be performed within 30 minutes or less without special tools or equipment.
