1.
The NMR shall be capable of using broadband observe probe (5 mm sample diameter) with digital tuning covering the range from 15N to 31P including 19F with 1H decoupling using existing Bruker 300 MHz magnet

2.
The NMR shall be equipped with a variable temperature control unit with a maximum temperature of at least 200 ºC, under full computer control

3.
The NMR shall be equipped with a variable temperature control unit that is capable of achieving a maximum temperature of at least 400 ºC with optional booster

4.  The console cabinet shall be all stainless steel for complete shielding of electronics, which will not interfere with wireless technology.

5.  The digital lock shall have an outstanding ability to hold the lock if there is a weak solvent signal or there are outside interferences.

The system shall have the option to add future channels to upgrade the system without having to purchase a whole new system.

The system shall include digital quadrature detection to eliminate center spikes, quad images, flicker noise, and 60 Hz interference from AC lines.
