1.  Specifications for NNL04069957Q “Portable Convergent Spray Technology (CST() System” shall meet the following *minimum specifications:

1. The system shall be portable and have a foot print not greater than 49" X 76” and be powered by 115 VAC 30amps and an air supply of 110 psi at 35 scfm.

2. The system shall be able to meter and mix up to two (2) liquids  and two dry materials in real time (on Demand delivery)

3. The system shall be able to meter liquids with a solvent content as low as zero percent and a viscosity as high as 100,000 cps.

4. The system shall have a mix chamber prior to the gun which allows resin systems with a pot life to only mix just prior to being sprayed by the gun.

5. The system shall be able to meter dry materials including thin walled hollow polyimide micro spheres with a minimum wall thickness of 5 micrometers.
