Note to Offerors:  For a better and more complete understanding of this part of Section L, you should also refer to Section M.  The instructions in this part of Section L are directly related to the evaluation factors set forth in Section M.  Proposals will be evaluated in accordance with the evaluation factors in Section M.
17.1
Introduction
It is NASA’s intent, by providing the instructions set forth below, to solicit information that will demonstrate the offeror’s competence to successfully complete the requirements specified in the Statement of Work (SOW), to determine its capability to successfully accomplish the effort defined therein, and to permit a competitive evaluation of its proposal.  

Generally, the proposal should:

(a)
Demonstrate understanding of the overall and specific requirements of the proposed contract.

(b)
Convey the company’s capabilities for transforming understanding into accomplishment.

(c)
Present in detail, the plans and methods for contract accomplishment.

(d)
Present, as requested below, the price/costs associated with contract accomplishment.

In the event other organizations (including subcontractors) are proposed as being involved in conducting this work, their relationships during the effort shall be fully explained and their proposed contributions to the work completely identified and integrated into each part of the proposal, as appropriate.

17.2
General
Offerors shall furnish proposals in accordance with the following instructions:

(a)
Each volume of the proposal should be separate and complete within itself; however, discretionary references to another volume of the proposal may be appropriate in order to avoid duplication of the same material.  Each volume of the proposal should stand-alone, provide complete coverage of the topic, and include responses to each item outlined in the proposal instructions.  Each volume will include a table of contents applicable to the volume for ready reference to key sections, figures and illustrations, if applicable.  Copies of each volume shall be assigned a sequential number, e.g., Volume I, copy 1 of 14 copies.

(b)
The Price Volume is strictly limited to cost and price information.  Information, which can be construed as belonging in one of the other volumes will be so construed and counted against that volume’s page limitation.

(c)
In accordance with Subpart B of the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) Repair Station Regulations, the offeror shall maintain, at a minimum, the ratings/limited ratings found in Section C of the Statement of Work.


The offeror shall have current documentation approving its facility as a FAA Certified Repair Station per Federal Aviation Regulation part 145.


The offeror must provide proof of the certifications set forth above with its proposal.


The offeror shall provide any rental conditions applicable to the rental engines with its proposal.

The offeror shall provide its internal engineering technical instructions.  

(d)
All applicable certifications contained in Section K must be completed and returned.  

(e) Forms 1 and 2 are included in this section as separate files.

(b)
A page is defined as one side of a sheet, 8 ½” x 11”, with at least one inch margins on all sides, using not smaller than 12 point type, Arial non-compressed font.  Foldouts count as an equivalent number of 8 ½” x 11” pages. The metric standard format most closely approximating the described standard 8 ½” x 11” size may also be used. 

(c)
Title pages and tables of contents are excluded from the page counts specified in paragraph (a) of this provision.  Copies of the FAA certifications shall be included in the Technical Volume as an appendix and will be excluded from the page count for that volume.  Rental conditions applicable to the rental engines shall be included in the Technical Volume as an appendix and will be excluded from the page count for that volume.  The contractor’s technical instructions shall be included in the Technical Volume as an appendix and will be excluded from the page count for that volume.  The contractor’s warranty shall be included in the Technical Volume as an appendix as well and will be excluded from the page count.  The Price Volume of the proposal is not page limited. However, this section is to be strictly limited to cost and price information. Information that can be construed as belonging in one of the other sections of the proposal will be so construed and counted against that sections page limitation. 

(d)
If final revisions are requested, separate page limitations will be specified in the Government’s request for that submission. 

(e)
Pages submitted in excess of the limitations specified in this provision will not be evaluated by the Government and will be returned to the offeror.  

(f)
Number the pages consecutively in each volume (e.g. Volume 1, Page 1 of 50).

(g) Three (3) original signed copies of the contract, including Section K, shall be submitted.  All blanks for prices, deliveries, and contractor facilities must be filled in.

17.4
Period Covered By Procurement
This solicitation covers a basic period of one year and four one-year options. 

Offerors shall submit a firm price proposal for all five years of the procurement.  More information on preparation of the price proposal is contained later in this section L under instructions relating to price factors.

The options identified in Section B will be exercised only if the requirements of FAR 17.207 (c) have first been met.  The Government is not obligated to exercise any option if it determines for any reason that doing so is not in its best interest.

Volume 1: Technical Approach 
Volume 1, Technical Approach, will describe the Offeror’s comprehension of the work to be performed under this contract.  Offerors should consider the requirements set forth in the SOW when responding to the discussion items in the following subsections to fully convey their understanding of the technical complexities of the proposed effort.  Offeror shall identify and discuss risk issues throughout the technical proposal where they are relevant and describe their approach to mitigating these risks.  

17.6.1
Quality Management Program


Discuss the proposed Quality Management Program with an emphasis on tool control, quality control inspection processes, and safeguards provided for the protection and safety of personnel and Government property.  Discuss also the qualifications of personnel to be involved in contract performance and the availability of personnel with FAA Designated Engineering Representative (DER) authority located at the offeror’s facility.
17.6.2
Response and Delivery Time


Discuss response time capabilities for Field Service Support and prompt delivery of engine subassemblies and accessories to ensure minimal NASA aircraft downtime.

Warranty


Discuss the degree of responsibility and cost, if any, assumed by the offeror with regard to repair, replacement or failure of parts following overhaul, midlife and calendar inspection, and unscheduled repairs.

Contractor Engineering Approved Technical Instructions


Discuss internal contractor-developed engineering technical instructions used by the offeror’s personnel during the normal course of business that meet the intent of the O-SP4-G “Rolls Royce Spey Mark 511-8 Overhaul Manual.”

Maximum Number of Repair Hours


Discuss the maximum number of repair hours the offeror will charge for work not included in the firm fixed-price for an engine overhaul.  This number of repair hours shall reconcile to clause H.4.1.
Discuss the maximum number of repair hours the offeror will charge for work not included in the firm fixed-price for an engine midlife and calendar inspection.  This number of repair hours shall reconcile to clause H.4.2.

Offerors shall complete Form 1, Past Performance Questionnaire for at least three of the most recent contracts under which your company has performed that are similar to this effort and are representative of your capability.  Preference should be given, if possible, to Government contracts.  Offerors with no previous Government contracts will not be penalized for lack of Government contracting experience.

Volume 3- Price
17.8.1
Introduction 

Your price proposal shall be submitted in one volume labeled Volume 3 Price Proposal.  Certified cost and pricing data is not required; however, other than cost and pricing data is required.  

Form 2 is for proposal evaluation purposes only.  Form 2 describes how the lowest evaluated price will be determined.  In addition to comparing the offeror’s lowest evaluated price and individual unit prices, an additional amount shall be added for shipping an engine to the offeror’s facility and travel of NASA personnel to the offeror’s facility.  For purposes of determining this amount, the Government will evaluate offers by performing a price calculation of the price of delivering an engine from Ellington Field, Houston, TX to the offeror’s repair facility; and the price of an estimated cost of seven visits by Government employees, from NASA/JSC to the offeror’s repair facility, for 2 travelers per trip for the basic contract period of performance only.  This estimate will include air travel expenses and a 5-day per trip per diem expense per traveler at the Government rate.  An additional amount shall be added for the proposed maximum number of hours the Government shall be charged for repairs associated with an engine overhaul and an engine midlife and calendar inspection at the proposed standard hourly unit price for the basic contract and each option. 

If the offeror’s prices listed on Form 2 differ from the prices found in the model contract, the prices contained in the model contract shall be used for price evaluation.
