Evaluation Factors for Award (FAR 15.304)
2.1
General


The Government will award a contract resulting from this solicitation to the responsible offeror whose offer conforming to the solicitation will be most advantageous to the Government.  The Government will consider award to other than the lowest priced offeror or other than the highest technically rated offeror. 

A Source Evaluation Committee (SEC) in accordance with applicable regulations that include the FAR and NASA FAR Supplement will evaluate the proposals.  Appropriate personnel in conducting the evaluation will support the SEC.  The SEC will carry out the evaluation activities and report its findings to the Source Selection Authority (SSA), who is responsible for making the source selection decision.

The Government’s intent regarding discussions with offerors in competitive range is set forth in provision 52.215-1 in Section L.

2.2
Evaluation Factors and Subfactors
Proposals will be evaluated in accordance with the following factors described in the below subparagraphs:  Technical Approach, Past Performance, and Price.  The Technical Approach factor and associated subfactors will be scored numerically.  The FAA certifications and submission of proof of the certifications are a “Go/No Go” requirement.  No further evaluation shall be made of the offeror’s proposal if the certifications are not submitted.

2.2.1
Technical Approach Factor and Subfactors

The Technical Approach factor and associated subfactors are used to assess the merit of the work or product proposed and the ability of the offeror to actually provide what is offered. The SEC will evaluate the offeror’s understanding of the requirements addressed in the SOW.  The SEC will also evaluate the offeror’s risk assessment and plans to mitigate these risks.  The SEC will evaluate the offeror’s demonstrated ability to effectively identify, mitigate, and control risks for each of the Technical Approach subfactors.
2.2.1.1
Quality Management Program Subfactor

The SEC will evaluate the offeror’s commitment to quality processes and procedures, and workforce qualifications including the availability of the DER at the offeror’s facility.

2.2.1.2
Response and Delivery Time Subfactor 


The SEC will evaluate the offeror’s proposed approaches for timely Field Service Support and delivery of engine parts in order to minimize aircraft downtime.

2.2.1.3
Warranty Subfactor

The SEC will evaluate the offeror’s warranty in order to determine maximize engine hours and calendar life time provided by the warranty after an engine overhaul, midlife and calendar inspection, and unscheduled repairs.

2.2.1.4
Maximum Number of Hours

The SEC will evaluate maximum number of repair hours for an engine overhaul and an engine midlife and calendar inspection proposed by the offeror not included in the firm fixed-price for the overhaul and the midlife and calendar inspection.

2.2.1.5
Contractor Engineering Approved Technical Instructions (TI’s)


The SEC will evaluate the comprehensiveness of the contractor-developed internal engineering technical instructions to ensure reliability and safety of the work.

2.2.1.6
Relative Importance of Technical Approach Subfactors

The Technical Approach subfactors and their corresponding weights reflecting relative importance are listed below.  These weights are intended to be used as a guideline in the source selection decision-making process.

2.2.2
Other Considerations Evaluation Factor


Past Performance
The SEC will consider each offeror's relevant quantitative and qualitative experience and past performance on similar contracts.  Additionally, the SEC may consider information available from any other sources, e.g., NASA performance evaluations, Dun and Bradstreet reports, other references identified through NASA databases, or information obtained by calling references.

The SEC will evaluate each offerors’ Past Performance and assign an adjective rating.  There will be no numerical score. The results of the SEC’s evaluation will be presented to the SSA for consideration.

In the case of an offeror without a record of relevant past performance or for whom information on past performance is not available, the offeror will not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably on past performance.

Small Business Subcontracting Plan


The SEC will evaluate the appropriateness of the offeror’s proposed small business subcontracting plan.

2.2.3
Price Evaluation Factor
The SEC will evaluate price by adding: the total price for the basic requirement to the total price of all the options; the additional amount for shipping an engine to the offeror’s facility; travel of NASA personnel to the offeror’s facility; and the amount for the proposed maximum number of hours charged for repairs associated with an engine overhaul and engine midlife and calendar inspection at the proposed standard hourly unit price for the basic contract and each option.  

2.3
Relative Importance of Evaluation Factors
Technical Approach and Other Considerations when combined are significantly more important than Price.  
Of Technical Approach and Other Considerations, Technical Approach is more important.
