Proposed White Sands Test Facility (WSTF) Contract Strategy

The existing WSTF contract is a consolidated Test Evaluation and Maintenance (TEAM) contract which expires on April 30, 2006.  The tentative strategy is to divide the TEAM contract into two primary contracts with a few functions being transferred to other contracts managed or competed at the Johnson Space Center (JSC).
Under the tentative strategy, the two main contracts would be:

· Test and Evaluation Contract (TEC) – NAICS code 541710 – Competed as FULL AND OPEN
· Facility Operations and Support Contract (FOSC) – NAICS code 561210 – Competed as a SMALL BUSINESS SET-ASIDE.

Functions being considered for transfer to existing contracts or new competitive actions at JSC include:

· Occupational Medicine and Health (Occupational Medicine and Occupational Health Contract) [OMOH] (currently being competed)
· IT Security (including firewalls), Phones, Web Development, Networks, Desktops, and Institutional Servers (existing JSC contracts)
· Construction of Facilities (CoF) (New 8a set-aside competition)
Other functions under consideration for transfer to existing or new contracts:

· Photo/Video

· Technical Editing
· Security
