The size of this sample shall be approximately 12" x 24" or larger. The following analyses will be performed at NASA Langley, and will be used as the basis for technical evaluation of the prepreg sample

High Performance Liquid Chromatography (HPLC) analysis shall match that expected for RP-46.  Vendors may refer to U.S. Patent # 5,171,822 for RP-46 specifications. HPLC chromatograms shall indicate proper resin composition and shall exhibit five distinct peaks with little or no evidence of impurities.

The cure glass transition temperature (Tg) shall be:  747 +/- 5 deg F, as determined by Thermal 
Mechanical Analysis (TMA).

The cured composite density shall be:  1.58 +/- 0.03 g/cc
