This Industry Day will focus on existing S&MA requirements at NASA/JSC. No discussions of the future S&MA requirement will occur. 

A question and answer period will follow at the end of the presentation. Oral questions may be answered, but keep in mind that this event is an open exchange with industry and no answers given will be considered official. A draft Request for Proposal (RFP) will be released. After the draft RFP is released NASA/JSC will hold a pre-proposal conference, which will allow Industry to ask questions specific to the draft RFP. Industry will then be solicited to submit questions in writing so that the Government may officially respond.
All answers to the submitted, written answers will be made available on the S&MA Support Services website under “Official Questions & Answers.”

The draft RFP will not be developed until all information received at the Industry Day is taken into consideration. The acquisition strategy to determine contract type, small business goals, etc. will be finalized at a later date.
