Q.1.  “With regard to propellant compatability (464-PROP-SPEC-0097, para. 3.2.8),
would a valve containing Vespel for the seal material be considered for this
high pressure latch valve application?"

A.1 DuPont literature on Vespel and it doesn't look like it is a good
material to use in applications with Nitrogen Tetroxide. If the vendor has
used Vespel for similar applications in the past and can document
compatibility with NTO and Monomethylhydrazine, then this information should
be included in the proposal. Whatever seal material vendors choose for their
proposal must be documented as compatible with the working fluids.
