You are invited to submit a proposal to NASA/Goddard Space Flight Center (GSFC) for The Formulation Phase of the GLM as described in Attachment A, Statement of Work, of the enclosed solicitation/ model contract.  This is a Phased Acquisition using Progressive Competition Down-Selection Procedures.  This solicitation is available over the World Wide Web through the NASA Home Page. This effort will be a full and open competition and will be acquired in two distinct phases - Formulation Phase and Implementation Phase.  Formulation Phase requirements are to perform:  1) Requirements Analysis, System Configuration and Coverage Trade Study; 2) Solar intrusion Trade Study; 3) Focal Plane Architecture Trade Study, 4) Ground Truth Verification Study; 5) Zones of Reduced Data Quality Study; 6) Yaw Flip Accommodation; 7) Additional trade studies as proposed by the Contractor.  The Formulation Phase end product will be a single design concept and demonstration that has retired, by demonstration, a majority of the instrument technology development risk.  It is anticipated that the Implementation Phase will consist of the detailed design, fabrication, integration, test, delivery and post delivery support of the GLM.

It is anticipated that two Formulation Phase awards will be made, culminating in a single Implementation Phase award. A progressive competition strategy will be used with down-selection of sources between the Formulation and Implementation Phases. To be eligible for Formulation Phase award, offerors must demonstrate relevant experience and the capability, or ability to acquire the capability, to perform both the Formulation and Implementation Phases.  The competition for the Implementation Phase Award will build upon the results of the Formulation Phase and the award criteria for Implementation Phase will include successful completion of specified Formulation Phase requirements.  Note that any other responsible source may indicate its desire to submit a proposal by responding to the Implementation Phase synopsis.  See the clause I.13 “Phased Acquisition Using Progressive Competition Down-Selection Procedures” of the solicitation for a further description of the process. 

Each Formulation Phase contract will be for a firm-fixed price Not To Exceed (NTE) of $2 million with a 12-month duration.  Current plans contemplate a Cost Plus Award Fee contract for the Implementation Phase Contract.
