b. Designated Receiving Office

Proposals will be marked with the date and time of receipt, subjected to security screening, secured, and delivered unopened to the Contracting Officer.

5.  REQUIREMENT DESCRIPTION:
NASA’s Goddard Space Flight Center (GSFC) has a requirement for Thirteen (13) Space Flight-Qualified Pressure Transducers, in support of the Solar Dynamics Observatory (SDO) Project.  The scope of work for this procurement shall include the design, fabrication, assembly, development, testing and evaluation, and delivery of thirteen (13) pressure transducers.  Two (2) pressure transducers will operate in high-pressure Helium gas and shall have a full scale range from 0 – 4,200 psia, and eleven (11) pressure transducers will operate in low-pressure Helium gas, Monomethylhydrazine fuel, and Nitrogen Tetroxide (MON-3) oxidizer and shall have a full scale range from 0 – 300 psia.  Each pressure transducer must survive handling, transportation, and launch environments, and must operate in orbit for at least sixty-three (63) months.
In addition to the SDO requirement, this RFP also includes one priced option for Three (3) additional Space Flight-Qualified Pressure Transducers, in support of the Lunar Reconnaissance Orbiter (LRO) Mission.  
All work shall be accomplished in accordance with the Statement of Work (SOW)                      464-PROP-LEGL-0056 entitled “Statement of Work for Solar Dynamics Observatory (SDO) Propulsion Subsystem Pressure Transducers” and Specification 464-PROP-SPEC-0093, entitled “Performance Specification for Propulsion Subsystem Pressure Regulators.”  The SOW and Specification will be provided with issuance of the RFP.

7. INSTRUCTIONS FOR OFFERORS:

**TECHNICAL QUESTIONS SHOULD BE SUBMITTED NO LATER THAN         JANUARY 4, 2005.

CAUTION TO OFFERORS:  READ CAREFULLY.  THIS EVALUATION AND SELECTION PROCESS UTILIZES FEDERAL ACQUISITION REGULATION (FAR) SUBPART 15.3, SOURCE SELECTION, AND NASA FAR SUPPLEMENT (NFS) SUBPART 1815.3, SOURCE SELECTION, PROCEDURES.
8. COMPETITIVE NEGOTIATED PROCUREMENT USING PREDEFINED OBJECTIVE PERFORMANCE CHARACTERISTICS ABOVE THE BASELINE REQUIREMENTS:
This procurement shall be conducted utilizing a source selection approach that is a combination of lowest priced technically acceptable and trade-off of other non-price related factor(s) and price, which seeks to select an offer based on the best combination of price and qualitative merit (including past performance) of the offers submitted and reduce the administrative burden on the offerors and the Government.  This source selection approach takes advantage of the lower complexity of this procurement and predefines the objective performance characteristics above the baseline requirements, which will serve as the discriminators among offers.

This source selection approach is based on the premise that, if all offers are of approximately equal qualitative merit, award will be made to the offeror with the lowest evaluated price (fixed-price contracts).  However, the Government will consider awarding to an offeror with higher qualitative merit if the difference in price is commensurate with added value.  Conversely, the Government will consider making award to an offeror whose offer has lower qualitative merit if the price differential between it and other offers warrant doing so.

Price and technical (including past performance) will be considered equal in importance and will not be assigned weights.

The Statement of Work, Performance Specification, and Deliverable Items List and Schedule, included in the attached model contract serves as the Government's baseline requirements.  However, value will be added to proposals that propose to exceed these minimum or baseline requirements.  The specific, predefined objective performance characteristics (beyond the minimum or baseline requirements) that would benefit the Government are listed below.  Each objective performance characteristic will be evaluated for added value.  These performance requirements permit selection of the offer, which provides better results for a reasonable marginal increase in price.  All offers will be judged against these performance characteristics.  On those performance characteristics the offeror chooses to provide, the offeror must submit adequate information in the offer to permit proper evaluation (refer to Item 9, Required Information to be Provided by the Offeror, below).  Offerors must submit more than mere generalities.

The following predefined, objective performance characteristics (beyond the minimum or baseline requirements) are applicable and add value to this procurement:

1.
Capabilities that exceed the Performance Specification and Statement of Work minimum 
requirements will add value to proposals.  This would include, but not be limited to, such 
items as increased performance, increased quality, less power draw, and increased robustness 
of the thermal, mechanical, or electrical design.    

2. Designs that have been flight qualified will add value to the proposal.

3. Value will be added to proposals that demonstrate the offeror's capability to deliver hardware earlier than the dates provided in the Deliverable Items List and Schedule (DILS).

4. Value will be added to the proposal if the contractor has performed numerical reliability assessments of the design and of potential design options using reliability prediction techniques that include Reliability Block Diagrams (RBDs).  MIL-STD-756, “Reliability Modeling and Prediction”, and RADC-TR-85-229, “Reliability Prediction for Spacecraft,” provide guidelines for developing reliability predictions.  The predictions may use all available failure rate data, performance data, and/or failure estimates.  When estimating electrical, electronic or electromechanical failures, methods and techniques based on MIL-HBK-217 are the preferred approach.  

5. Designs that exceed baseline accuracy requirements, will add value to the proposals.

6. Value will be added to proposals that include shock testing data.

7. Designs that minimize the weight and envelope of the pressure transducers will add value to the proposal.

8. Designs that provide an input voltage range broader than the baseline requirement will add value to the proposal. 

Evaluation of Proposals: The Government will use the following Two-Step process to evaluate each proposal:

Step One -- An initial evaluation will be performed to determine if all required information has been provided and the offeror has made a reasonable attempt to present an acceptable offer.  Offerors may be contacted only for clarification purposes during the initial evaluation.  Offerors determined not to be acceptable shall be notified of their rejection and the reasons therefore and excluded from further consideration.

Step Two -- All acceptable offers will be evaluated against the Statement of Work and Performance Specifications in the model contract attached to this solicitation and the value characteristics listed above.  Based on this evaluation, the Government has the option, depending on the specific circumstances of the offers received, to utilize one of the following methods:  (1) Make selection and award without discussions; or (2) after discussions with all finalists, afford each offeror an opportunity to revise its offer, and then make selection.
9. REQUIRED INFORMATION TO BE PROVIDED BY OFFEROR:
Offerors shall submit THREE (3) ORIGINAL SIGNED COPIES of the attached MODEL CONTRACT filled in as indicated (bindings are not permitted).   The requested information, as identified in Paragraphs 9A-H and K-L below, shall not exceed one hundred and fifty (150) pages, excluding the THREE (3) ORIGINAL SIGNED COPIES of the MODEL CONTRACT, past performance references, schedule of prices, and representations and certifications.  A page is defined as one side of an 8-1/2" x 11" sheet of paper, with a maximum of 52 lines per page using uncompressed font point sizes of 12 or larger, normal leading (space between lines), and 1-inch margins on all sides.  INFORMATION may be submitted on single- or double-sided sheets, but shall not exceed this page limitation.

Only the required MINIMUM amount of information is requested to provide for proper evaluation.  Efforts should be made to keep offers as BRIEF as possible, concentrating on substantive information essential for a proper evaluation.

Bindings are permitted only on the requested information.  Offers shall include the offeror's facsimile number and e-mail address(es).  Facsimile offers will not be accepted.  

Proposals shall remain valid for a period of no less than 100 calendar days and contain the following information:

A.  Understanding the Requirement and Technical Approach

The offeror's proposal shall be in sufficient detail and shall clearly demonstrate how the offeror proposes to comply with each of the requirements in the Statement of Work and the applicable specifications, including a full explanation of the techniques and procedures the offeror proposes to follow.  Stating that the offeror understands and will comply with the technical requirements, or paraphrasing those requirements is not adequate.  Phrases such as “standard procedures will be employed”, or “well known techniques will be used” are inadequate.  The offeror shall also include a compliance matrix that lists or references all requirements from the SOW and Performance Specification.  The matrix shall include a comments field that indicates that the offeror is compliant with each requirement as a result of either the current technical implementation or how the offeror intends to meet the requirements.   In addition, the matrix shall provide a cross-reference to the location in the plan where compliance is proposed.  

B.  Risk Management

The offeror's proposal must identify and discuss the risk factors associated with accomplishment of the requirements of the contemplated contract.  Risk factors may be those inherent in the work, unique to the offeror's chosen approach, and must include any risk factors that are specifically identified by the Government in this solicitation.  General areas of possible risk that are of concern to NASA are technical, schedule, cost, safety, occupational health, security (including personnel, information technology), export control and environmental risks.  The identification of risks is the responsibility of the offeror.  However, these instructions may include Government identified risks that the offeror must also address.  Each offeror's discussions pertaining to risk factors must address the offeror's approach to managing the risk, the probability of the risk, impact and severity of risk, relevant time impact and risk acceptance or risk mitigation.

The offeror's proposal shall identify any risk areas that may impact the delivery schedule.  These areas include any ongoing development efforts or parts, materials, or process issues.  Additionally, the offeror shall submit the proposed time schedule for performance by phases or parts of the program with interrelationships among phases.

The offeror shall identify any technical and schedule risks associated with the offeror’s technical and management approach.  The offerors shall also propose a plan to manage or mitigate such risks. 

C.  Non-Standard Practices

The offeror's proposal shall clearly describe all non-standard practices.  These would be practices that deviate from specified government or industry standards contained in the SOW. Additionally, The offeror shall provide an explanation and rationale for differences between contractor-specific standards and standards specified in the SOW.

D.  Management Approach

The offeror's proposal shall describe in detail its overall management approach for the proposed activities.  The proposal shall describe the organization and management methods that will be utilized in performing work under the contract and shall also describe plans for interfacing with and facilitating communication with the Government’s personnel.

E.
Quality Assurance

The offeror shall provide a Quality Assurance Plan that implements a Quality Management System that meets the intent of the requirements of American National Standards Institute (ANSI/ISO/American Society for Quality (ASQ) Q9001 (1994 or 2000 version or equivalent). 

F.  Predefined Objective Performance Characteristics

Of those performance characteristics the offeror chooses to provide, adequate information shall be submitted to permit proper evaluation.  This includes, but is not limited to, a table listing each proposed performance characteristic (from the list above), the minimum or baseline requirement given in this solicitation, and a detailed description of the proposed increase in performance or value added activity, along with an affirmative statement that the offeror agrees to comply with a contract requirement for the proposed performance increase or value added activity.  

G.  Representations, Certifications, and Other Statements of Offerors

The offeror shall complete and submit the RFP “Representations, Certifications, and Other Statements, provided herein.

H.  Schedule of Prices

The offeror shall complete the Schedule of Prices in the attached model contract in its entirety.  Failure to properly complete the Schedule of Prices may result in the Offeror's proposal deemed non-responsive and removed from further consideration.

I.  Past Performance

The offeror shall provide information on no more than 5 relevant past contracts with the Government and/or industry, both current and expired, within the last three years.  Offerors shall 

include contract number, contract value, agency name and point of contact (including address, telephone and fax numbers, and e-mail address, if available), brief description of the scope, and status of the contract (current, terminated (if so, why), successfully completed).  Offerors with no previous contracts shall so state.  The Government shall consider information obtained from any other sources when evaluating an offeror’s past performance.

Past Performance Evaluation shall be conducted in accordance with FAR 15.305(a)(2) and 

NFS 1815.305(a)(2), “Past Performance Evaluation”.  The approach to evaluating past performance is in accordance with FAR 15.305(a)(2).  One of the following adjectival ratings, as defined in Exhibit (A) of the RFP, will be assigned:  Excellent, Very Good, Good, Fair, or Poor.  However, the offerors without a record of relevant past performance or for whom information on past performance is not available, will not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably on past performance.  Refer to FAR 15.305(a)(2)(iv).

Past Performance Questionnaire is provided as Exhibit (A) to this solicitation.  Offerors (including major subcontractors when applicable) shall complete the offeror fill-in sections of the questionnaire and forward this questionnaire to their customers for final completion.  Offerors shall include a summary of all representative customers whom it has provided Past Performance Interview/ Questionnaire Forms and advise those customers of the proposal due date and time.
