Attached is the formal Request for Proposal document against which you may submit a proposal to provide Business Jet Transportation Services.   From this point on, any questions or comments that interested parties have regarding this RFP must be directed to the Contract Specialist or Contracting Officer listed in Paragraph 8 below.

Under the prospective contract the contractor shall provide a seven seat or more turbojet aircraft. Eighty percent of departures or arrivals will originate or terminate in the Washington, DC and Baltimore, MD area, and will service the continental United States.  The base aircraft shall be capable of carrying six 200-lb passengers and six 25-lb hard-sided suitcases coast-to-coast with no more than one fuel stop.
The following narrative highlights some of the important aspects of the RFP.  It is not intended to cover all RFP requirements.

1. This procurement is a full and open competition.

2. The Government intends to award a single contract to the successful offeror on a firm fixed price indefinite delivery/indefinite quantity basis.  The period of performance will be 5 years from date of award.  The estimated award date is March 2005.
3. The offeror must own and operate the aircraft to be used for this service.

4. Offerors are encouraged to refer to Section IV--EVALUATION, which discusses the Government’s intent to award a contract based on initial proposals, without discussions.

5.  The contract will incorporate the terms and conditions of the attached model contract.
6. The North American Industry Classification System (NAIS) code for this acquisition is 481211.  The small business size standard is 1,500 employees.
7. Proposals are due by 3:00 on January 14, 2005.
