A.2.  A detailed drawing is not available.  Manufacturer's data sheets in the attached document provide the drum and head dimensions and thicknesses for Boiler #1.  Those for Boilers #2 and #4 are the same.

Q.3.  Do we need to provide angle drain valves for the new drum heater as shown on the existing boiler drain?  ( See attached file)

A.3.  Valve types and locations shall be as indicated in the Drum Heater Schematic.

Q.4.  Please provide the serial number for the boilers and any information on the company that made the initial installation.

A.4.  Serial and Model numbers are shown in the Nameplate Data, and manufacturer/installer information is in the Manufacturer's Data Report, both in the attached document entitled “Boiler Nameplate and Data Report.”
