Contract Structure

Offerors must be certified under the Small Business Administration’s 8(a) Program and/or Hubzone program and located in Region VI (Texas, Louisiana, New Mexico, Arkansas, and Oklahoma).  It will be an Indefinite Delivery, Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) Roofing Repair Fixed-Price Delivery Order contract. The maximum value of this contract is $9,900,000 for a 5-year period.





Proposal Submission





Proposals submitted in response to this solicitation shall include the Offeror’s name and complete address, including street, city, county, state and zip code. In addition, include telephone and fax numbers and an email address where the person responsible for the proposal can be contacted.
