The National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA), Lyndon B. Johnson Space Center (JSC), is soliciting proposals for the Engineering Directorate Configuration Management effort.

JSC is procuring configuration management services at JSC as a follow-on to the current Engineering Directorate Configuration Management contract (NAS 9-02031) which ends October 31, 2006. An Indefinite Delivery/Indefinite Quantity, Cost Plus Fixed Fee type contract is planned.
