The National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA), Lyndon B. Johnson Space Center (JSC), White Sands Test Facility (WSTF) is soliciting proposals for the Test and Evaluation Contract (TEC).

WSTF plans to procure test and evaluation services at WSTF as a partial follow-on to the current Test Evaluation and Maintenance (TEAM) contract which ends April 30, 2006. The proposed Test and Evaluation Contract (TEC) will provide materials and components testing, propulsion testing, depot level repair of flight hardware, and maintenance and repair of the test systems required for these activities.
