R E Q U I R E M E N T:

This solicitation is a Request for Proposal (RFP) issued pursuant to NASA FAR Supplement 1815.203.   
1. Section L, Provision L. 9 contains important information on proposal preparation. Section M sets forth the evaluation methods for award.
2. The Government intends to award the contract resulting from this solicitation without discussions.  See Section L provision entitled, “INSTRUCTIONS TO OFFERORS – COMPETITIVE ACQUISITION (FAR 52.215-1) (JAN 2004).”  To facilitate this process, we would like to avoid situations where proposals include substantive exceptions to the proposed contract items and conditions, which might be unacceptable exceptions to the proposed contract terms, and conditions, which might be unacceptable to the Government and, therefore, preclude award.  The resolution of any exceptions to terms and conditions prior to receipt of proposals will aid the Government in its intention to award without discussions and thus streamline the procurement process.  
3. NAICS Code:  236210 is applicable to this procurement.
4. A Pre-proposal conference is planned.  See Section L, Provision L.9

6. Section L, L.8 Proposal Page Limitations (NASA 1852.215.81) (FEB 1998) includes a page limitation for the Technical Volume.  PAGES SUBMITTED IN EXCESS OF THE LIMITATIONS SPECIFIED IN THIS PROCUREMENT WILL NOT BE EVALUATED BY THE GOVERNMENT AND WILL BE RETURNED TO THE OFFEROR.

7. See Section L.9A.4.B for proposal due dates.  Volumes I & II are due October 7, 2005.  Volume III is due September 23, 2005.

8. Funding Constraint:  NASA has a total funding constraint of $16.150M for the base and option period.  The funding for the base shall not exceed $10.650M and funding for the option shall not exceed $5.5M (See Section L.9.C.1.).  Offerors that fail to comply with these funding constraints will be eliminated from further consideration.

9. Any offer for a plant that produces less than 300 tons per day will be considered technically unacceptable and rejected without further consideration.  NASA will place greater value on a plant that will produce more than 300 tons per day at the atmospheric design point specified in the SOW, Appendix A, provided it meets the requirements of the SOW and does not exceed the price limitations set forth in Factor 2 - Price.
10. This is a full and open competition.
