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The purpose of this amendment is to answer Questions, correct Specifications, and provide additional documentation.
Section 1 Question and Answers
1.  Who originally constructed the high bay vertical lift and horizontal sliding doors?
The structure and mechanisms of high bay vertical lift and horizontal sliding doors were originally constructed by Door-Man Manufacturing Company.  Contact information is provided below.

2.  May the contractor provide entirely new door panels instead of refurbishing the existing door panels in order to avoid the restrictions of refurbishing door panels in place? 

Yes, new door panels may be constructed to replace any or all of the existing door panels.  If the contractor decides to provide new door panels, the door panels must include all miscellaneous structure, brackets, accessories, etcetera necessary to provide a fully functioning door.  Such miscellaneous appurtenances are not shown on the contract drawings.  The contractor shall be responsible to field locate them and provide them in the replacement door panel.
3.  May the contractor leave the vertical lifting door (VLD) panels in place while doing the refurbishment or must the VLD panels be removed for refurbishment?
All other terms and conditions remain unchanged.

Section III, Special Work Requirements, Article 55, subparagraph (a) of the solicitation requires that the base bid account for removing the VLD panels for refurbishment.  This requirement was included to minimize the conflict of Shuttle operations with the construction schedule.  Previous construction work in the VAB has been interrupted because the construction noises, notably including abrasive 
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blasting, interfered with Shuttle operations.  In such cases the construction work is halted until the affected Shuttle operation is complete (see solicitation section III article 41).

The contractor may attempt to use other means and methods to accomplish the work, such as refurbishing the VLD panels in place.  The contractor may schedule work during second and third shifts 3:30 pm to 7:00 am (see solicitation section III article 3 and article 54) to avoid conflicts with Shuttle operations.  However if work on the VLD panels does not progress in a timely manner in accordance with the approved project schedule for any reason, including conflicts with Shuttle operations, the government will require the contractor to remove the VLD panels for refurbishment at no additional cost to the government.
4.  Are new siding and fasteners to be installed under this contract in the areas identified by note 17 on sheet V-04 of drawing 79K36424?

No, in the areas referenced by note 17 on sheet V-04 the siding has already been replaced as part of emergency repairs to the VAB.  The extent of the replaced siding is indicated in drawing 98K01795.  The extent of this contract in these areas is to paint the new siding to match, as appropriate, either the new siding installed under this contract or the areas painted under this contract.
5.  Are there any fasteners or components on the inside face of the liner panel that are not shown in detail 1 on sheet S-38 of drawings 79K36421 and 79K36422 and in detail 1 on sheet S-42 of drawing 79K36423?

Yes, there are fasteners holding the liner panel to the subgirt tube and there are electrical bonding jumpers.

6.  Does note 2 on sheet S-20 of drawings 79K36421 and 79K36422 indicate that refurbishment of high bays 1 & 3 is to be done under this contract?

No, reference to high bays 1 & 3 is in error.   This contract does not include refurbishment of doors and openings at high bays 1 or 3.  Note 2 on sheet S-20 of drawings 79K36421 and 79K36422 are corrected elsewhere in this amendment to delete reference to high bays 1 & 3.
7.  There are two details called out as detail A on sheet S-57 of drawing 79K36424.  How do details A and the other detail A on sheet S-57 apply to the work?

The application of each detail is noted to the right of the detail title.  The detail at the top of the sheet applies to the refurbishment of the white siding above elevation 38’-
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2” where the existing aluminum V-beam siding and existing 3/8” carriage bolts remain.   The detail at the bottom of the sheet applies to the refurbishment of the siding where there is no access to the siding from the inside.
8.  What is the construction of the existing siding that must be removed?

The siding system to be removed is very similar to the new siding system and generally consists of an exterior aluminum V-beam siding panel, a subgirt (spacer) tube located at the elevation of each building girt, batt insulation, a galvanized sheet liner panel, and fasteners.  Detail 1 on sheet S-38 of drawing 79K36421 and drawing 79K36422 and detail 1 on sheet S-43 of drawing 79K36423 shows the typical fasteners in the siding system.  The horizontal and vertical joints of the aluminum V-beam siding panels are sealed with sealant that is still quite tenacious.
9.  Reference specification 79K36425, section 1110 part 1.1, what is the VLD Work Platform that is to be provided?

Reference to a government furnished VLD work platform in specification 79K36425 or in any other drawing, specification, or document related to this contract is in error.   The reference to a government furnished VLD work platform in specification 79K36425 section 1110 is deleted elsewhere in this amendment.  The contractor shall ignore any such reference that he may find.  A government furnished work platform will not be available for use in relation to this contract.  The government expects the contractor to determine and provide the most cost effective solution to accomplish the work.
10.  How can the vertical lift doors be removed from their existing locations on the VAB?

The Government will not dictate the method for removal of the vertical lift door (VLD) panels or the South Transfer Aisle Door.  The contractor must determine his own methods and means.  It is the Government’s understanding that the VLD panels were installed from the top before the roof slab was in place.  The government recommends that the offerors consult with companies with experience in the construction, replacement and/or refurbishment of  large doors or hangars in order to formulate a plan for door removal.  Reference drawings for the door panels are provided elsewhere in this amendment.
