You are invited to submit a proposal for NASA/Goddard Space Flight Center's (GSFC) Mission Assurance Services Contract (MASC) solicitation.  The principal purpose of this contract is to support GSFC’s Office of System Safety and Mission Assurance which has the broad responsibility and general authority to assure provisions of systems safety, reliability, mission assurance and systems review for Goddard Space Flight Center’s (GSFC) projects, including spacecraft systems, launch vehicle systems, operational ground systems and scientific instruments including both conventional satellites and Shuttle payloads.  
This is a small business set-aside, and the NAICS code is 541710.   This competitive procurement will result in a Cost-Plus-Award-Fee (CPAF) , Indefinite Delivery Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) contract with an ordering period that extends five years from the effective date of the contract.  The anticipated award date for the 30-day phase-in is August 1, 2006, which will be performed under a separate, firm fixed-price order.  
Representative Task Orders (RTO’s) have been included as Exhibit 8 of the RFP to help the Government understand how you, as our contractor, would carry out the representative tasks associated with the SOW.  Offerors will be required to price these RTO’s as part of the mission suitability and cost realism evaluation.  In addition, this solicitation utilizes a cost evaluation methodology that is different than prior cost evaluations for GSFC’s CPAF, IDIQ contracts.  Offerors are encouraged to carefully read Provision L.15 of the RFP and the associated Cost Exhibits.
