You are invited to submit a proposal for the Goddard Institute for Space Studies (GISS) Scientific Support Services.  Its primary mission is research that emphasizes a broad study of global change, an interdisciplinary research initiative addressing natural and man-made changes in our environment which occur on various time scales from decades to millennia and which affect the habitability of our planet.  The research combines analyses of comprehensive global datasets with global models of atmospheric, land surface, and oceanic processes and includes study of past events on Earth such as paleoclimate change and the study of other planets as an aid to prediction of future evolution of Earth on a planetary scale.

Offerors should note that revisions to the RFP have occurred in several areas.  The changes are a result of comments received from Industry and continuing internal reviews performed by the Center.  All questions and comments received from Industry have been thoroughly evaluated and the RFP was updated as appropriate.  
The following narrative highlights some of the important aspects of the RFP.  It is not intended to cover all RFP requirements.

1.  This acquisition will be conducted as an 8(a) competitive.  

2.  The basic period of performance is for 5-years, no options.

3.  This procurement will result in a Cost-Plus Award Fee contract.  The Statement of Work, Attachment A, describes the scope of the requirements.

4.  Contract performance will primarily be performed on-site at the Goddard Institute for Space Studies Facility .  The Goddard Institute for Space Studies facility will make available on-site office space to accommodate approximately 55 contractor employees.
5.  Certified Cost or Pricing Data will not be required for this procurement.  Required cost information and the format for submission are included in Section L of the RFP.

6.  The Government will make available existing property for on-site contract performance.  

7.  A library has been established for this procurement.  The library contains the following information:  the current contract and modifications, monthly technical progress reports, redacted 533 reports.  Please see Section L.6 for library information.

8.  Offerors are encouraged to refer to FAR 52.215-1 – INSTRUCTIONS TO OFFERORS – COMPETITIVE ACQUISITION, in particular paragraph (f)(4) which discusses the government's right to award a contract without discussions.

9.  Phase-in may be conducted, under a separate contract or purchase order, during the 30-day period prior to the anticipated contract effective date of April 1, 2006.

10.  Offerors shall forward one additional copy of the Cost Proposal, by the proposal due date, to the cognizant Defense Contract Auditing Administration (DCAA) office [See L.10 (a)(2)].
11.  Proposals are due on 11/25/05.  See Block 9 of the SF33
12.  The Government anticipates an extension to the current contract to prevent a break in service until award of this contract.  The dates reflected in this RFP are based upon the anticipated existing contract extension and this new award date.

13. ** NOTICE:  Exhibit B, Past Performance Questionnaire, has been revised in the Final RFP.  Section IV, the SOW Function/Objectives, has been revised to more specifically address the GISS functional areas.  Therefore, offerors are cautioned to assure that this revised Past Performance Questionnaire is submitted with proposal responses.   

Offerors are reminded that a "Blackout" letter for this procurement was distributed to all GSFC personnel concurrently with the release of the Final RFP to industry.  Therefore, all communications pertaining to this procurement shall be directed to the Contract Specialist listed below.  All questions pertaining to the RFP shall submitted in writing, by mail, or electronically to the Contract Specialist as soon as possible for consideration.
