Crew Exploration Vehicle Propulsion Advanced Development

The Crew Exploration Vehicle (CEV) Propulsion Advanced Development Project issued a synopsis on September 22, 2005, which has since been updated concurrent with this announcement. The synopsis states NASA’s intention to solicit proposals for the advanced development of components related to a liquid oxygen/liquid methane (LO2/LCH4) propulsion system for the CEV. The Project’s goal is to retire the critical risks related to the LO2/LCH4 propulsion system development as early in the CEV development as possible, preferably by CEV Preliminary Design Review (PDR) currently scheduled for June 2007.
