The National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA), Lyndon B. Johnson Space Center (JSC) has a requirement for Engineering Directorate Resource Management Support.

JSC plans to procure resource management services for the Engineering Directorate at JSC.  This effort was procured under the current Engineering Directorate Configuration Management contract NAS9-02031.  The resource management effort has been separated from configuration management and will now be acquired through a separate contract mechanism. Specific tasks may include 1) preparing and tracking internal task agreements (ITAs) 2) processing task orders for the engineering services contractor, and 3) processing material procurements made by purchase requests. 
The EDRM contract is a 100% 8(a) Small-Business Set-aside with an anticipated period of performance of October 1, 2006 through September 30, 2011.  This period of performance does not include a one month phase-in period which would run from September 1, 2006 through October 1, 2006.
An Indefinite Delivery/Indefinite Quantity, Cost Plus Fixed Fee type contract is planned.  

Potential offerors are requested to submit a proposal on or before April 3, 2006, no later than 1:30 P.M. Central Time in accordance with Section L.  Offerors are required to have a CAGE Code that matches the corporate address submitted with their proposal.
