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Note: Answers are in bold underneath the question. 
1. Regarding the Safety Performance Tests, what are the pass/fail criteria for each test?
 

In general, cell/battery shall not explode, catch fire, and produce toxic gas and hazardous chemicals/materials, and shall meet the leak before burst criteria.
2.  Section 3.4.2(c) of the LRO Battery Specs suggests that passive cell balancing systems are permitted. Will a passive cell balancing system satisfy the requirements of section 3.3.5.14 of the LRO Battery Specs? If so, what are the minimum requirements for an acceptable passive balancing system?
 

Yes, it could satisfy the requirements of section 3.3.5.14 which states that "The battery shall include cell balancing circuitry to ensure optimal charging."  The proposer shall define the balancing circuitry, explain the mechanism of cell balancing, and provide the demonstrated data for the circuit for the life of the LRO mission that includes the goal of 5 years.  The minimum requirement  shall be not greater than 50 mV divergence between any cells in the battery.
