The National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA), Exploration Systems Mission Directorate, is hereby soliciting proposals for the subject RFP.  This replaces the draft RFP issued on October 5, 2005, in its entirety.  

The Nation’s Vision for Space Exploration sets a goal of developing a new Crew Exploration Vehicle by 2014 that is capable of carrying astronauts beyond low Earth orbit and a goal of landing astronauts on the Moon no later than 2020.  The CEV represents one building block in a future exploration architecture that can send astronauts to the moon and form the basis for exploration missions to other destinations.

The policy towards international participation in the CEV project is to permit foreign subcontractors (or foreign prime contractors, within existing law).  However, the government will examine each proposed foreign sub for a justifiable business case defending this decision.  

FAR 52.215-1 Instructions to Offerors Competitive Acquisition, will allow the Offeror to submit a single alternate proposal that departs from stated requirements including an alternate cost-reimbursement contract type.

Inclusion of NASA field centers as team members for contractors may be proposed as detailed in the RFP.  It is important to note that source selection evaluation will not consider the use of NASA field center participation, either negatively or positively.  As discussed in Section M, source selection will be based on the concept of overall best value to the Government.  This evaluation will consider proposed NASA teaming arrangements along with all other aspects of each proposal.
Contract Structure 
This procurement is a full and open competition.  The government’s estimate anticipates the base period of performance of fifteen months.  The North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) code for this acquisition is 541710 with a size standard of 1,000 employees.  

Proposal Submission

Offerors are directed to Section L for proposal instructions, and proposal due dates and submission.   Offerors must submit proposals in accordance with the specific instructions in Section L.  As stated in Section L.9, proposals are due no later than 2:00p.m., Eastern Time December 12, 2005  (Past Performance volumes shall arrive December 2, 2005).  Offerors are required to have a Cage Code that matches the corporate address submitted with their proposal.  

In accordance with the proposal instructions in Section L.9, the proposals are to be submitted in hard copy and CD ROM

Proposals that arrive after the prescribed time for receipt of proposals will be considered late and treated in accordance with FAR 52.215-1, “Instructions to Offerors-Competitive Acquisitions”.
