L-1  PREPARATION OF OFFERS:  Offeror(s) shall submit a proposal by completing Sections B and K of this solicitation and submitting the proposal (see L-3 thru L-5) to the "Issued By" Office not later than the date and time required by this solicitation. L-3  PROPOSAL SUBMISSION:  The Offeror should respond to this solicitation with a formal, comprehensive proposal.  The proposal is to be separated into two volumes:

BUSINESS PROPOSAL REQUIREMENTS:  (a)  The offeror shall prepare a formal hard copy Business Proposal (with copies per L-3) beginning with an “Executive Summary” that describes the general experiences the offeror has in providing similar past performance for the type(s) of models/products called out in Attachment J-1, “Technical Specification”. L-5 TECHNICAL PROPOSAL REQUIREMENTS:  (a)
The offeror shall prepare a formal hard copy Technical Proposal (with copies per L-3) beginning with an “Executive Summary” that describes the general experiences the offeror has in providing similar past performance for the type(s) of models/products called out in Attachment J-1, “Technical Specification”.  The Summary should also provide information to reflect the offerors understanding of the requirements and his approach in meeting the needs of UNITeS/NASA.  
(b)  The offeror shall include a “Reference” section that provides the requested information listed below:

1) Three (3) commercial or government references for space related scale models manufactured in the past three (3) years.  
2) Past performance information should include customer, contract information, contract value, quantity delivered, customer contact information, brief contract synopsis, and photos of models delivered. 

3) The number of years the offeror has been in the business of scale model building, minimum ten (10) years is preferred.

To allow for ease by the UNITeS evaluation team members in reviewing the responses by the offeror to the Technical Requirements of this solicitation, the offeror shall prepare a Section to their proposal called “Compliance to Requirements” and follow summarizing each “model” section in Attachment J-1, “Technical Specification”.  The offeror shall provide sufficient information for each requirement to allow the UNITeS evaluation team members the ability to perform an independent review of the offeror’s response.  The offeror shall explain how their proposed item (specific product offering) will meet or can fulfill the requirements of the specification.  The terms "in compliance" and "will conform" are not considered an acceptable response to the requirements of the specification.  

(d)  The offeror is to provide design submittals in both printed and IGES digital format for review prior to manufacture. IGES submittal shall be of fully assembled vehicles whenever possible. IGES submittal is not required for parts not designed on computer.

No pricing shall be included in the offeror’s Technical Proposal package.

Should the offeror take exception to any technical requirements stated herein, the offeror should state the reason or reasons for the exception or non-compliance.  If any offeror desires to offer equipment or services that deviate from the minimum requirements of the Technical Specification, either for enhancement or cost affectivity, the offeror shall first propose complying or qualifying equipment, followed by the offered option equipment.
