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Introduction

This document highlights significant aspects of the attached Research and Development (R&D) Services in Rotary Wing Engineering, Modeling, and Simulation Research, Final Request for Proposal (RFP).  Included in this overview is a brief discussion of some of the issues related to the contract scope and intent, selection criteria, and other issues of significance to this acquisition.  The discussion also provides some insight into the reasoning that went into the formulation of the Final RFP.  In addition, these highlights provide a section-by-section account of important information regarding the Final RFP.  However, these highlights should not be a substitute for a thorough and comprehensive review of the Final RFP.

Background Information Specific to this Acquisition
The proposed acquisition is a follow-on to the current contract, NAS2-01055, that is presently being performed by Illgen Simulation Technologies, Inc.  Contract NAS2-01055 is a cost-plus-fixed-fee contract was awarded on a competitive basis to Illgen Simulation Technologies in April 2001 to provide Research and Development (R&D) services in Rotary Wing Engineering, Modeling, and Simulation Research.

An Indefinite Delivery/Indefinite Quantity Cost-Plus-Fixed-Fee type contract.  With the minimum estimated value of $25,000.00 and shall increase up to a maximum estimated contract value of $20 million through Task Orders.  The period of performance, is 5 years with no option periods.   Each Task Order shall have its own period of performance and shall describe the performance and task requirements. This acquisition is a small business set-aside.

The technical requirements include: rotary wing aeromechanics modeling and analysis; simulation facility hardware and software development for experimental research and feasibility assessments; aircraft performance, handling qualities, cockpit displays, and flight control systems analysis and evaluation; distributed and non-distributed models and simulation information technology; human-in-the-loop simulation research and development, test and evaluation, and training; mission effectiveness analysis, modeling and simulation, and program analysis and management.

Information Related to this Acquisition:

The evaluation factors: Mission Suitability, Past Performance, and Cost, have been developed and prioritized to allow the Government the ability to choose a Contractor which it believes will best meet the objectives of this contract.  Of the evaluation factors identified above, Mission Suitability is somewhat more important than Past Performance and Past Performance is each significantly more important than Cost.

Past Performance will be evaluated based on the corporate entities and subcontracting arrangements that are being proposed.  The Past Performance of these performing entities along with the quantity of relevant experience will be of importance in determining a rating.   Past Performance will be utilized to determine which offerors have a demonstrated ability to succeed in meeting similar contract requirements.
