The questions are given below with corresponding responses in bold.
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1. In regard to the LRO Solar Array proposal, it is our assumption that the contractor will receive the substrates for one qualification panel and five test panels 3 months ARO.

2. All panels are to be populated with solar cells, and the 5 test panels will then be shipped to NASA.

3. After NASA fabricates the test panel assembly, it will be returned the contractor 7 months ARO after which the test panel assembly and the qualification panel will undergo environmental testing at this time. 
 

The contractor should not wait for the return of the test panel assembly to
begin testing the qualification panel. Testing of the test panel assembly is not 
as urgent and does not have to begin at the same time as the qualification 
panel testing. The testing of the test panel assembly is to qualify the GSFC
wing assembly process and should not drive the qualification panel testing or 
flight panel assembly schedules.
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
