You are invited to submit a proposal in response to NASA/Goddard Space Flight Center's (GSFC) SEWP IV solicitation as reflected in Amendment 7.  The purpose of the amendment is to revise the technical performance requirements for Multifunctional Color Printers for Class 6 Only.  

All prospective offerors should review the amendment for changes. Offerors who previously submitted proposals need only to resubmit 2 copies of any changed pages.  If a current offeror’s proposal does not require changed pages, then a letter shall be sent to the Contracting Officer stating that their proposal is current and true.  New offerors shall submit a full set of proposal copies as stated in RFP Section 3.7(a).  For those offerors who submitted unacceptable/late proposals for the previous Class 6 requirement, a full set of proposals shall be submitted to be considered for the revised requirement. Offeror's proposals and/or changed pages are due no later than 2:00 p.m., local time, on November 28, 2006, including three signed copies of Amendment 7.  Please make note of Section A.3.18., Proposal Marking and Delivery for instructions concerning the delivery of your proposal and to allow sufficient time for security measures.  Late proposals will not be accepted. Your proposal must be signed by an official authorized to bind the company and must contain a statement that the proposal is valid for at least 180 days from the date of initial submission. 

All documents related to this procurement, including this letter, the solicitation, Attachments, Exhibits, the reference library, and any amendments are available electronically from the World Wide Web through the GSFC Procurement Home Page at:

Offerors are requested to periodically monitor the website for any potential updates.

This RFP contains language stating that the Government intends to evaluate proposals and award a contract without discussions with offerors; however, the Government reserves the right to conduct discussions in accordance with Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) Part 15 and NASA FAR Supplement (NFS) 1815, if the Contracting Officer determines them to be necessary.

This RFP does not commit NASA/GSFC to pay for any proposal preparation costs, nor does it obligate NASA/GSFC to procure or contract for these services.  This request shall not be construed as authorization to proceed with, or be paid for, charges incurred by performing any of the work called for in this solicitation.

Class 6 is set-aside for small businesses with 150 or fewer employees based on NAICS Code 541519.  Current and potential offerors shall provide the specific number of employees in their organization to assist with the evaluation of small business size standards.  

A copy of the RFP is attached with the changes reflected within the document.  Only areas within the RFP that are not “grayed out” should be addressed.

The price of mandatory items shall include the price of all optional features needed to meet the mandatory minimum requirements.

Offerors are reminded to follow the page limitation instructions as set forth in Section A.3.7(b) of the RFP.
