This letter is accompanying the issuance of Amendment 16, to the subject RFP.  This Amendment reduces the Exploration Sciences Building to approximately 200,000 square feet by the removal of 4th floor office space, removal of a 3rd floor lab, reduction of office space from 753 to 560 persons, loss of dedicated cleanrooms, and a reduction in overall conference room space from 19 to 12.  As a result of these reductions, revised Specifications (Attachment 2) and Drawings (Attachment 3) are provided.  In addition we have revised the contract line items, changed the period of performance, updated several clauses and wage determinations, and revised the funding release profile. For this project the Government estimate is $57.5M.  This estimate applies to the construction of the building and site utilities (CLIN 0001) only.  Optional CLINs 0002, 0003, 0004, 0005, 0006, 0007, and 0008 are excluded.

As indicated in provision M.3, price is now the most important evaluation factor.
Please review the attached revised Specifications and Drawings for soundness and accuracy when compared to the Government's Exploration Sciences Building construction estimate as specified in Provision L.18.  Please submit your comments, questions, concerns and solutions to the Contracting Officer immediately, but no later than December 15, 2006.
Offerors are required to submit proposal revisions in accordance with provision L.8-Proposal Preparation-General Instructions.
