The Overall Safety and Health document may be provided as a tabbed and labeled section within the Relevant Experience/Past Performance Volume or as a stand alone document.  This document shall not exceed 20 pages and shall include:

(1)  The contractor's corporate signed safety policy statement.

(2) A copy of the contractor’s annual summary of occupational injuries and illnesses (or
      equivalent) as described in Title 29, Code of Federal Regulations, Subpart 1904.5. 
      Offerors exempt by regulation from maintaining and publishing such logs, shall provide
      equivalent data (such as loss runs from insurance carrier) in contractor's format.  Data 
      shall be compiled and reported by calendar year and the most recent summary shall be
      provided.
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
