SUBJECT:  FINAL Request for Proposal (RFP) NNK06146635R, Multiple Award Indefinite-Delivery Indefinite-Quantity (IDIQ) General Construction Contracts 
The National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA), Kennedy Space Center (KSC), is pleased to release this FINAL RFP which will result in the award of multiple IDIQ general construction contracts to support construction, alteration, and repair of NASA buildings, structures, and other real property located at KSC, Cape Canaveral Air Force Station (CCAFS), and other locations near KSC and CCAFS.  These multiple general construction contracts will provide NASA/KSC the capability to compete selected quick turn-around or other priority construction projects amongst a limited group of highly qualified general construction contractors for a five year ordering period.  Selection of this group will be based on best value trade-offs between relevant experience/past performance and price factors with relevant experience/past performance being significantly more important than price. Each IDIQ contract awarded will have a minimum value of $10,000 which represents the minimum value of work the Government is required to order under the contract.  The maximum contract value of each IDIQ contract and the maximum value of all IDIQ contracts under this program will be $400 million.  
The IDIQ contractors selected for awards under this solicitation will be expected to compete amongst themselves for future task orders.   The task order placement process will provide primarily for a “sealed bid” type process where low price wins; however, the task ordering procedures will allow the contracting officer to consider past performance on earlier orders under the contract (including quality and timeliness), past performance on other relevant and recent projects, potential impact on other orders placed with the contractor, and minimum order requirements when making task order award. The performance periods for task orders will vary depending on the scope, urgency of the project, and other applicable factors as determined during the design phase of the projects.  The specific projects to be ordered will be detailed in construction drawings and specifications (unless a design-build project is contemplated in which case a statement of work will be provided) as attachments to task order solicitations.  
This acquisition is not a small business set-aside; it will be conducted under full and open competition procedures allowing maximum participation from large and small businesses. This procurement is part of the Small Business Competitiveness Demonstration Program.  The NAICS Code for this procurement is 236220 and the small business size standard is $31 million. 
In accordance with Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) Subpart 4.1104 and NASA FAR Supplement (NFS) Subpart 1804.7400, all prospective contractors must be registered in the Department of Defense (DO) Central Contractor Registration (CCR) System prior to award of a contract. Contractors are required to self-register and update the database annually.  The preferred and most expedient method for registration is by registering electronically through the following website address:

The FINAL RFP follows the uniform contract format outlined in Table 15-1 of FAR 15.204-1.  Potential offerors are requested to pay special attention to Sections K, L and M of the FINAL RFP as they contain important information relative to this acquisition.  

(a)  Section K, entitled “Representations, Certifications, and Other Statements of Offerors or Respondents” identifies information that must be represented, certified, and/or submitted by offerors.  Offerors are required to complete annual representations and certifications electronically via the Online Representations and Certifications Application (ORCA) website at:

After reviewing  the ORCA database information, offerors must verify that the representations and certifications currently posted have been entered or updated within the last 12 months, are current, accurate, complete, and applicable to  NAICS Code 236220 (including the applicable business size standard), as of the date of the offer and incorporated in the offer by reference.
(b)  Section L, entitled “Instructions, Conditions, and Notices to Offerors or Respondents” contains information and instructions on the preparation and submission of proposals.  Offerors must submit proposals in accordance with the specific instructions provided in Section L.  
(c) Section M, entitled “Evaluation Factors For Award” identifies the factors that will be considered in awarding the contracts and their relative importance. 


Changes in the RFP since the DRAFT RFP was released for industry comments are summarized in Attachment 1 to this cover letter.  Offerors should thoroughly read this attachment and examine the FINAL RFP carefully for these revisions. Changes in the RFP are annotated with change bars on the right side of the changed area.

Industry comments to the DRAFT RFP and the Government responses to the comments are provided in Attachment 2 to this cover letter.

The FINAL RFP includes a model task order solicitation (Appendix 5 to Section L) for a task order envisioned to be awarded to one of the selected IDIQ contractors and is  representative in nature of the tasks to be ordered under the proposed IDIQ general construction contracts.  Offerors are required to submit an offer for the task order as part of its proposal for the FINAL RFP.  Article H.6, Task Order Placement Process; Article L.12, Cost Proposals and Progress Schedules For Model Task Order; and the task order solicitation cover letter provide information relative to the preparation and submission of task order offers. 
In accordance with FINAL RFP Article L.9, paragraph (d) (1), offerors shall provide for a minimum offer acceptance period of 90 calendar days.  This 90 calendar day acceptance period is also discussed in Block 13, paragraph D, of the task order solicitation Standard Form 1442.
