SF 33:  Page numbers and dates updated/inserted.
Section E, Article E.6:  Note revised to clarify that Note is applicable to the punch-list, site clean-up, demobilization and final construction drawings line item of the Progress Schedule.
Section H, Article H.2:  Paragraph (e), Reporting Procedures for Close Calls and Mishaps, revised to show the Contracting Officer will issue a “Notice of Violation” to document safety violations under the contract in lieu of a “Report of Safety and Health Noncompliance”.

Section H, Article H.5:  Title of Article H.5 is changed to “Task Order Modifications”. Reference to “Monetary equitable adjustments for contract” in the first paragraph is deleted.  Paragraph (a) restructured into paragraphs (a) and (b) with language revisions to better clarify the understanding of how task order modifications shall be handled. Remaining paragraphs renumbered. The title of the inserted table is changed to “Indirect Ceiling Rates Applicable to Task Order Modifications”.  Government Fiscal Year 2011 added to Indirect Ceiling Rates Applicable to Task Order Modifications Table. The * and ** footnotes for the Indirect Ceiling Rates Applicable to Task Order Modifications” Table are revised to state “As proposed by the offeror” and “As proposed by the offeror, if applicable”, respectively.  Paragraph (c) is revised to delete the reference to “incidental job burdens” and to state that overhead, profit, and commission ceilings include all indirect costs.
