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Block 14 - Description (continued)

 SCOPE AND DESCRIPTION

The work to be done under this project consists of providing the labor, equipment, and materials for security fencing upgrades specified in the Basic Requirement.  The work location is ​at the National Aeronautics and Space Administration, Goddard Space Flight Center, Wallops Flight Facility, Wallops Island, Virginia 23337.  
The scope of work for this project shall include but is not limited to: 

Earthwork (digging post holes), sitework, concrete, steel, metals, and other fencing items defined in the Contract Documents.  Fence materials, height, installation, and other requirements are defined in Attachment 1.    

The work shall be complete.  It includes furnishing, as applicable or may be required, all contractor’s plant, equipment, safety devices, labor, tools, materials, supplies, and services; and performing all operations necessary for or incidental to a complete project in conformity with the drawings and as set forth in the various sections of these specifications.
 DRAWINGS
The work shall be done in accordance with ​Drawing A, Drawing B, and Attachment 1 (Fence Specifications)​, which, together with these Specifications, shall form the basis for the contract.  

 BID SCHEDULE
The Basic Requirement shall be the total price for all work under this contract, except that which is defined as a Bid Option below.  Bid Options will be awarded within 30 days of awarding the Basic Requirement.  Options are not prioritized and can be awarded in any order.  NASA does not guarantee that all Bid Options will be awarded.  Bid Options will be awarded as NASA’s budget allows.  Once a bid option is awarded, work is expected to start within 14 days of the award date.

Basic Requirement –

The Basic Requirements include the following:

1)  Removal of a total of 1260’+/- of 4’ fence and placing a total of 1805’+/- of new fence in an area north of the mainland access to the island.  At this same site, place a 15’ Folding Gate.  Drawing A shows all details of the fence and gate placement (including corner post locations, if any).  New fencing properties, height, installation, etc. are detailed in Attachment 1.
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2)  Basic Requirements also include placing a total of 1225’+/- of new fencing west of the Payload Processing Facility Enclave, placing a total of 237’+/- of new fencing southeast of the PPF enclave, stringing 3 strands of new barbed wire for a total of 555’+/- of existing fencing south of the PPF enclave, placing a total of 384’+/- of new fencing north of the enclave (along with removing 34’ of existing fencing), placing 620’+/- of new fencing east of the enclave, and removing 230’+/- of existing 6’ fencing and replacing with 230’+/- of new fencing east of the enclave.  Drawing B shows a detailed layout of the PPF fencing and addresses the Basic Requirements previously described.  Corner and gate posts are shown on Drawing B.  Two 25’ Folding Gates and three 30’ Folding Gates will be installed on the enclave perimeter fencing.  Locations of the gates are shown on Drawing B. The contractor shall coordinate work so as to have new section of Fencing and Gate installed to not allow security breach of the main base facility, work schedule to be approved by COTR prior to commencement of work in this area.  Fence specifications are shown on Attachment 1.  Underground utilities (if any) will be marked by NASA prior to digging post holes.  A site visit is mandatory before work can begin.

Bid Option 1 – Wallops Island/Mainland Portion.  In reference to Drawing A, add barb arms and barbed wire to 5135’+/- of existing fencing south of the guard shack at the Island Gate.  Material specifications are shown on Attachment 1.
Bid Option 2  -Wallops Island/Mainland Portion.  In reference to Drawing A, place 140’+/- of new fencing (for new fencing properties, height, installation, etc., reference Attachment 1), extending from the end of existing fencing to the start of the marsh.  This portion is located south of the Guard Shack.
Bid Option 3 –  Payload Processing Facility Enclave.  In reference to Drawing B, remove and salvage or dispose of 1620’+/- of 6’ fencing.  The fencing shall be completely removed, including the concrete foundations.  The holes shall be backfilled with soil.

Bid Option 4 – Security Fencing south of PPF area.  Provide a unit price – Cost/Linear Foot, to remove 6’ fencing and place new fencing.  If awarded, NASA will award based on available funds.  Fence specifications are shown on Attachment 1.

Bid Option 5 – Wallops Island/Mainland Portion.  In reference to Drawing A, place 65’+/- of new fencing (for new fencing properties, height, installation, etc., reference Attachment 1), extending from the end of fencing placed in the Basic Requirement to the edge of marsh.  This area is located north of the guard shack.
