Q1:  Organization Conflict of Interest, "Section H.4 (c), sentence 1, appears to be written in an overly-broad and unduly restrictive manner.  Clarification is requested to state that the first sentence in the first paragraph of Section H.4(c) is intended to state: 'To avoid, neutralize, or mitigate actual or potential organizational conflicts of interest should the Orion prime contractor and/or Orion subcontractor be selected for contract award under this procurement, that company will be required to establish a limited internal firewall that protects against the improper transfer of third-party TPS Limited Rights Data, Restricted Computer Software or Government Sensitive Information between those parts of the organization that work on Orion Prime responsibilities and those parts of the organization that work on this Block 2 TPS alternate solution.' If this revised sentence is not acceptable, please explain."
A1: Section H.4(c), first paragraph, will be amended as follows: 

To avoid, neutralize, or mitigate actual or potential organizational conflicts of interest should the Orion prime contractor and/or a Orion subcontractor be selected for contract award under this procurement, that company will be required to establish an limited internal firewall that segregates individuals and protects against the improper transfer of third-party TPS Limited Rights Data, Restricted Computer Software or Government Sensitive Information between those parts of the organization that work on Orion Prime responsibilities and those parts of the organization that work on this Block 2 TPS alternative solution. In order to provide fair and equal access to information by all Alternative Block 2 contractors, the internal firewall requirement will also ensure that the only information exchanged between the Orion Prime contractor employees or subcontractors group and its Alternate Block 2 TPS employees or subcontractors group is that which is required or that which is shared with all of the Alternative Block 2 contractors. 
Q2: "Section H.4 (c), sentence 2, also appears to be written in an overly-broad and unduly restrictive manner. Clarification is requested that the last sentence in the first paragraph of Section H.4(c) is intended to state: 'The internal firewall requirement will ensure that the only third-party TPS Sensitive Information exchanged between the Orion Prime contractor employees or subcontractors and its Alternate Block 2 TPS employees or subcontractors is that which is required or could be permitted between any other Alternate Block 2 TPS potential contractor and the Orion Prime contractor.' If this revised sentence is not acceptable, please explain."
