The purpose of this amendment is to answer questions submitted to date and provide a revised attachment as follows: Attachment A, Performance Work Statement (PWS)   

All questions in response to the Final RFP shall be submitted by close of business on Friday, February 9, 2007.  Questions received after this date will only be answered if time permits.  

The due date and time for receipt of proposals remains February 22, 2007 at 4:00 p.m. local time.

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS
Question 1.  The fourth bullet point on page 13 under the mandatory minimum features for all MFD indicates that reduction and enlargement is required in preset and zoom, with a required range of 25% to 400%.  This is a standard zoom range for units in the 25 page per minute and higher speed range; however, the lower speed units, including those with 18 page per minute speed, typically provide presets and a zoom range of 50% to 200%.  We respectfully recommend that the zoom range requirement for Band 1 models only be revised to 50% to 200% to allow units that would otherwise qualify for Band 1 to be proposed, which would lower the cost to NASA and open more competitors to qualify their equipment.  Otherwise, most vendors will be forced to propose a more expensive higher speed unit in order to meet this one specification that is not typically required for units this size.
Answer 1.   Page 13 – Paragraph 3.0 Technical Requirements, “The mandatory minimum features for all MFD are as follows:” CHANGE “Reduction and Enlargement in preset and in zoom (25% to 400%)” to read “Reduction and Enlargement pre-set and zoom.”

Question 2.  Under the Black & White requirements found on page 14 of the PWS, the Low—Volume Band requirement indicates a minimum of 256 MB RAM.  We researched every manufacturer’s system in the 18 page per minute and found there is exactly one machine currently available that can meet this requirement.  No other vendor in our market provides an 18 page per minute MFD that can meet this specification.  This is because MFD’s at this speed range do not require large amounts of RAM to handle the minimal monthly usage requirements for this model.  

Answer 2.   Page 14 – Paragraph 3.1.2 “Black & White Equipment Minimum Requirements” “Low-Volume Band Equipment Requirements (VB1 only)” CHANGE “Minimum of 256 MB RAM to read “Minimum of 128 MB RAM” 
Question 3.  Also in this same section, the Higher-Volume Equipment requirement indicates a minimum of 512 MB RAM is required.  We researched every manufacturer and found that there are no current manufacturers that offer a 25 pager per minute MFD with 512 MB of RAM and there is only one that offers expanded memory to 512 MB RAM for the 35 pages per minute requirement.  There are a few more in the 45 page per minute range, but the majority of the current vendors cannot even meet this RAM requirement for Band 4 model.

Answer 3.  Page 14 – Paragraph 3.1.2 “Black & White Equipment Minimum Requirements” “Higher-Volume Equipment (VB2, VB3, VB4, and VB5) shall offer the following features:” CHANGE “Minimum 512 MB RAM” to read “Minimum of 128 MB RAM”

Question 4.  We strongly suggest that NASA award the contract the end of April as planned and allow the successful vendor the necessary 90 days to order adequate inventory and carefully plan every aspect of the phase in process to begin August 1, 2007, which should be the contract start date.  Then we suggest that NASA require the vendor to fully deploy all equipment over a 90 day period from the start of the contract period.  The net result is a 180 day deployment schedule from the vendor being notified of contract award, with 90 days allotted for the vendor to plan the phase in and receive adequate equipment inventory and stage equipment (May through July 2007) and 90 days to fully install all equipment at every NASA location (August through October 2007).  

Answer 4.  This topic was addressed as a result of industry comments to the draft solicitation.  The period was increased from 120 days to 150 days.  It is believed that adequate time has been allotted for this requirement and no change will be made to the PWS.
