SECTION L - INSTRUCTIONS, CONDITIONS, AND NOTICES TO OFFERORS


(1) The Relevant Experience/Past Performance Summary should identify the five contracts that the offeror considers it’s most relevant to the work to be performed.  If the offeror has a major subcontractor as defined in (2) below,  the summary should also identify the five contracts that the offeror considers  most relevant to the work to be performed by the major subcontractor.  The Relevant Experience/Past Performance Summary  is specifically limited to no more than the FIVE most relevant contracts for the offeror and no more than the FIVE most relevant contracts for each of it’s major subcontractors, if any.  The first five contracts identified may be interpreted to be those five contracts that the offeror considers its most relevant contracts; any additional references identified or excess pages may be removed and not evaluated. In addition the above limitation on the number of relevant contracts, the specific page limitation applicable to the Relevant Experience/Past Performance Summary  relates to the required information specified in paragraphs (i) through (ix) below; the specific page limitation is that this information is restricted to no more than 1 page of information for each relevant contract. Any additional  subcontractor references identified or excess pages will be treated similarly.  The submitted contracts should be  at least similar in size, content, and complexity to the Government acquisition.  Offerors are  advised that while the list of submitted contracts/orders are at the offerors’ discretion, the Government may consider and evaluate any other past performance data obtained from other sources  and use the obtained information in the evaluation and rating of the offerors past performance.  The Relevant Experience/Past Performance Summary shall include the following information for each referenced contract or project:  

(i)    Name of project and contract/order number

(ii)   Type of contract/order

(iii)   Period of performance  

(iv)   Place of contract performance

(v)    Name and address of customer or Government Agency

(vii)   Name, telephone number and e-mail address of Contracting Officer or     customer contact equivalent

(viii)  Dollar value of contract/order as initially awarded

(ix)   Current value of contract/order or, for completed tasks, the value at   contract/order completion

(x)    Number of contract/order/ changes 

(2)  If applicable, offerors shall submit past performance data on recent and relevant contracts that predecessor companies have performed.  Past performance information on these projects shall be provided as described above.  

(3)  Offerors with no recent and/or relevant past performance information to submit on 
       projects it has itself performed (as an entity), shall submit past performance data on 
        recent and relevant contracts that proposed contractor key personnel have participated   

        in, if key personnel have participated in such projects.  Information on these projects
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
