(4) The summary shall also include the same reference contract information for each of the offeror’s Major Subcontractors, if the offeror has Major Subcontractors.  The term “Major Subcontractor” is defined as (1) any subcontractor whose effort on this acquisition is projected to be more than 35% of the contract value; and/or (2) any subcontractor who is performing the following specific activities: independent testing.
(e)  PART II – SAFETY PAST PERFORMANCE SUPPLEMENT   

An evaluation on each offerors’ overall safety and health past performance it relates to recent and relevant contracts identified in the offerors’ Relevant Experience/ Past Performance Information Summary will be performed.  To facilitate this evaluation offerors shall provide, as a supplement to the relevant experience/past performance volume, a stand alone document titled Safety Past Performance Supplement.  This document shall not exceed 5 pages excluding any cover sheet and shall include:

(1)  The contractor's corporate signed safety policy statement

(2)  A copy of the contractor’s annual summary of occupational injuries and illnesses (or equivalent) as described in Title 29, Code of Federal Regulations, Subpart 1904.5. Offerors exempt by regulation from maintaining and publishing such logs, shall provide equivalent data (such as loss runs from insurance carrier) in contractor's format.  Data shall be compiled and reported by calendar year and the most recent summary shall be provided.

            

(3)  The Experience Modification Rates (EMR) for the previous three years.   

(4)  A minimum of three years of documented evidence of a Total Recordable Incident Rate (TRIR) with a NAICS Code of 238210 – Electrical Contractors.  The data shall include incidence rates of total recordable cases of nonfatal occupational injuries and illnesses, by quartile distribution and employment size group, private industry as most recently published by the Bureau of Labor Statistics.

(5)  A minimum of three years of documented evidence of the Days Away, Restricted or Transferred (DART) rate with a NAICS Code of 238210 – Electrical Contractors.  The data shall include incidence rates of days away from work, job transfer, or restriction cases, nonfatal occupational injuries and illnesses, by quartile distribution and employment size group, private industry as most recently published by the Bureau of Labor Statistics.
