A10.7 The Government will evaluate the soundness and effectiveness of the proposed approach to on-orbit spacecraft storage.  The Government will evaluate the soundness, thoroughness and understanding of potential problem areas and the proposed system features to mitigate the potential problems (risk reduction) and to provide flexibility to respond to anomalous (unexpected) performance during the on-orbit spacecraft storage.  The Government will evaluate the soundness, effectiveness and thoroughness of the approach to safe-hold mode and normal mode.”

A10.5 The Government will evaluate the soundness, thoroughness, technical risk and completeness of the mission profile for the transfer orbit mission, including your proposed orbit raising timeline showing all critical activities you will perform from launch through geosynchronous orbit; the discussion of the relevant design parameters and margins; all necessary orbital maneuvers and deployments; and all spacecraft checkout activities to be performed.  The Government will evaluate the soundness, thoroughness, and completeness of all proposed spacecraft operating modes and submodes, including descriptions of ground network to be provided, coverage constraints, and redundancy. The Government will evaluate the soundness, thoroughness, and completeness of your proposed means of gathering ranging data and processing of this data to predict station coverage and maneuver, including your proposed participation in all launch and orbit raising mission operations program reviews.
 
A10.6 The Government will evaluate the soundness, thoroughness, technical risk and completeness of the acceptance test program, including the ability to demonstrate performance and functional performance to assure the Government of compliance to support the acceptance decision.   
 
A10.7 The Government will evaluate the soundness and effectiveness of the approach to implementing on-orbit spacecraft storage capability, and all activities required to safely enter, remain in, and exit from the orbital storage.  The Government will evaluate the soundness and technical risk of the approach to safe-hold mode and normal mode.”
