KSC SPECIAL CONSTRUCTION PROJECT SPECIFIC WORK REQUIREMENTS

B.  Special requirements, coordination, and precautions will apply to any work taking place under contracts that involves disturbance of ACBM.  Contractors whose contracts require work involving ACBM are required to provide a written program for such work as part of its health and safety plan which is consistent with the requirements of 29 CFR 1926.1101 and address the NESHAP and Florida Administrative Code requirements under 40 CFR 61 Subpart M and FAC 62-257 respectively.  The contractor shall coordinate any such work involving ACBM with JBOSC Environmental Health, SGS Fire Services, and any other resident government or contractor organization whose employees may have access to the work location. 

C. Asbestos waste shall be managed in accordance with KSC Clause 52.223-107, Disposal and Salvage of Materials.
D.  For all removal of regulated asbestos containing material (RACM) over the threshold quantities (260 linear feet, 160 square feet, or 35 cubic feet) or demolition of any load-supporting structural members, the contractor is required to use DEP Form Number 62-257.900(1), “Notice of Asbestos Renovation or Demolition” to report any demolition or the amount of RACM to be removed.  Forms must be submitted to the Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP) at least 10 days prior to any activity and NASA Environmental Program Branch must be copied on all reports submitted to the FDEP. 
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JOINT OCCUPANCY
Pursuant to FAR 236-8, “Other Contracts” and FAR 236-11, “Use and Possession Prior to Completion”,  the Contractor shall be responsible for performing the specific actions listed below.   The parties specifically agree that the price of complying with the requirements specified in this joint occupancy clause are specifically included in the Contractor’s base bid and option prices.   

A. For the Base Bid, the Contractor shall insure that all HVAC, cable trays, lighting and power are completed and made available for the Government to install consoles, communication and related equipment in all of the Firing Room #1 areas within 240 calendar days after the Contractor receives the notice to proceed with the base bid.

B. For Priced Option 1,  the Contractor shall insure that all HVAC, cable trays, lighting and power are completed and made available for the Government to install consoles, communication and related equipment in all of the Firing Room #1 areas within 110 calendar days after the Contractor receives the notice to proceed with Priced Option 1.

C. For Priced Option 2,  the Contractor shall insure that all HVAC, cable trays, lighting and power are completed and made available for the Government to install consoles, communication and related equipment in all of the Firing Room #1 areas within 110 calendar days after the Contractor receives the notice to proceed with Priced Option 2.
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
