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The solicitation number listed in block 9A. above is hereby amended as follows:

A.  The Statement of Work is hereby revised in accordance with the following:

Section 2.1.1 “Dynamic Drivers”:

The following two paragraphs (paragraphs 5 and 6) are hereby DELETED:

The Contractor shall design and build the vibration system to provide random vibration at the test levels depicted in figure 2 in the three orthogonal axes.  The driven mass for random vibration in the Earth-launch thrust axis is 10,000 lbm, and in the lateral directions is 10,000 lbm.

The Contractor shall design the vibration system to apply the random vibration levels in each of the three orthogonal axes for a minimum duration of 45 minutes per test run.  The driven mass for random vibration is 10,000 lbm in the Earth-launch thrust axis, and in the lateral directions is 10,000 lbm.

And are REPLACED with the following two paragraphs (revised paragraphs 5 and 6):

The contractor shall design and build the MVF to provide random vibration test capabilities for three orthogonal test article axes. As a minimum, the random vibration performance capability shall be based on the ability to perform the sine sweep testing as specified within this section for both horizontal and vertical configurations.

It is recognized that input acceleration levels and dynamic mass (test article and fixturing) are interdependent.  The contractor shall determine the test article mass limit which results in the ability to produce a 7.33 gRMS random vibration input, per figure 2.  The contractor shall also separately specify the MVF gRMS acceleration test level possible for a 10,000 lb test article mass and the input acceleration spectral shape as specified in figure 2. The Contractor shall design the vibration system to apply the specified random vibration levels in each of the three orthogonal axes for a minimum duration of 45 minutes per test run.
B.  The following language is hereby added to Provision L.17, entitled “Technical Capability Section Instructions” under Subfactor A: Technical Approach:  

The Offeror shall state performance capabilities expected for both the MVF and RATF, regardless of the capabilities surpassing or failing to meet the specified Government requirements.

C. The following language is hereby added to Provision M.2, entitled, “Evaluation of Proposals” under C. Technical Capability Evaluation Factor, under Subfactor A- Technical Approach: 

The Government will evaluate the ability of the Offeror to provide a system which meets and consider the system’s potential to exceed the minimum performance requirements of the SOW for both the MVF and RATF.   
D.  The Proposal Due Date of June 15, 2007 remains unchanged.

E.  All other terms and conditions remain unchanged.
