The National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA), Lyndon B. Johnson Space Center (JSC), is hereby soliciting offers for the Automation, Robotics and Simulation Division Simulation and Software Technology (AR&SD SST) Procurement.  This replaces the draft RFP issued on June 4, 2007, in its entirety.

Answers to all questions received in response to the draft RFP will be published on the AR&SD SST procurement website.  These questions have resulted in some changes to the RFP. Offerors should ensure they read the entire RFP. Two key changes to the RFP prompted by the valuable input received from industry are: 1) offerors are now required to price out the sample task orders based upon the offeror’s technical and management approach, and 2) the RFP now clearly distinguishes between the Small Business Subcontracting Plan required for large businesses and the Small Disadvantaged Business (SDB) Targets required from all offerors except those SDBs proposing as a prime that do not elect to waive the price evaluation adjustment at 

FAR 52.219-23. Offeror’s should ensure they pay special attention to these two key changes. Industry involvement is highly valued in the question and answer process to ensure offerors clarity and complete understanding of the RFP.  Any questions received as a result of the final RFP will be answered as an amendment.
This procurement is a full and open competition.  The resulting contract will be a cost plus fixed fee contract and will be set up as Indefinite Delivery/ Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ), with cost plus fixed fee task (CPFF) orders. Any work under the contract will be authorized by issuance of a CPFF task order(s).   
Effective immediately, all offerors are requested to direct any future communications regarding this procurement in writing to the Contracting Officer.  The Contracting Officer will remain the official point of contact for the Automation, Robotics and Simulation Division Simulation and Software Technology Procurement until the completion of the acquisition process. 
As stated in Section L.1, Provision L.1.10, proposals are due no later than 2:00 p.m., local time, October 1, 2007.  Offerors are directed to Provision L.1.2., entitled “Instructions to Offerors –Competitive Acquisition”.

Please contact the Contracting Officer, Robert Kolb, at 281-244-8548, to schedule delivery of your proposal.   
The proposal instructions contained in Section L.2.2.1, specify that the cost proposals be submitted in hard copy and CD.  In addition, Offerors are requested to provide a copy of their cost proposal to the cognizant Defense Contract Audit Agency office at the time proposals are submitted in order to expedite proposal evaluations.  Offerors are also directed to Section L.2.1, Table L-3, that specifies that proposal Volume III – Past Performance Questionnaire, Section K, Representation, Certification, Other Statements of Offerors and the Cognizant Audit Office Template are due no later than 2:00 p.m., local time, September 13, 2007.  

The proposal submitted in response to this solicitation shall include the Offeror’s name and complete address, including street, city, county, state, and zip code.  Additionally, proposals will provide telephone, fax numbers, and an e-mail address where the person responsible for the proposal can be contacted.
