1)  I am unable to locate anything in the solicitation that states "guaranteed" hours. I do see "projected" annual flight hours.  Can the government explain how the operator can/should be held responsible for non-performance (for whatever reason)?
 
Response: Clause I.A.7 Minimum/Maximum of Supplies or Services states that the minimum amount of supplies or services is $1M. This amount would equate to a minimum number of flight hours to be ordered from the successful contractor.  If a contractor does not perform, the Government may invoke its right to terminate for cause in accordance with 52.212-4 Contract Terms and Conditions -- Commercial Items, paragraph (m) Termination for Cause. 


2)  Many operators have Blanket Purchase Order Agreements (BPA) with the government, but perform the service based on their availability.  Most operators would have to weigh the guaranteed flight hours/or lack of in order to bid the solicitation. Please indicate if there are any guarantees and whether the FAR will require the provider to perform or risk penalties for non-compliance.
