Construction of the Mobile Launcher at Kennedy Space Center, FL

This DRFP is for the construction of the Constellation Crew Launch Vehicle (CLV) Mobile Launcher (ML).  It is being released to afford industry the opportunity to provide written comments.  Comments may address any area of the DRFP; of particular interest will be comments on the following:  proposed ML schedule (base and option); and with suggestions on how to incentivize early completion of the ML.  Additionally, Industry comments are requested regarding the most cost efficient time frame for exercise of the option.  

Comments concerning this DRFP should be submitted by fax (call 321-867-0911 for fax number) or email to (patricia.hyland-1@ksc.nasa.gov) and must be received by the Contracting Officer on or before July 12, 2007.  

This acquisition will be conducted as a negotiated full and open competition.  The ML acquisition evaluation is being conducted in two Parts due to the aggressive Constellation Program schedule and need for the ML. Part 1 is the submission and evaluation of the Past Performance Volume.  Part 2 is the submission and evaluation of the Price Volume.  
The DRFP and RFP will be released with the ML design package (drawings and specification) being 30% completed.  The RFP will be amended to provide the release of the 60% design package prior to the closing date for Part 1’s Past Performance Volume.  Upon the release of the 100% design specifications and drawings, the Government will call for Part 2 – the Price Volume. 
The respective closing submission dates for Part 1 – Past Performance Volume and Part 2 – Price Volume will be specified in the RFP or its Amendment(s).  Offerors are required to submit the Part 1 Past Performance Volume no later than the Part 1’s closing submission date and the Part 2 – Price Volume no later than the Part 2 closing submission date.  Potential offeror(s) that fail to submit a timely Part 1 proposal will not be considered. 
NOTE:  Part 1 - Past Performance Volume must be received no later than the Part 1 closing date in order for Part 2 - Price Volume to be considered.  Late receipt of the Part 1 – Past Performance Volume or the Part 2 – Price Volume past its respective closing date and time will be handled in accordance with FAR 52.215-1, Instructions to Offerors - Competitive Acquisition, included in this solicitation.  Failure to comply with the proposal receipt requirements for either Part 1 or 2 will be cause for rejection of the offeror’s proposal. 
The anticipated release date of the RFP is on or about July 17, 2007, with an anticipated proposal closing date of August 17, 2007, for Part 1 Past Performance Volume followed by the Part 2 Price Volume, on or about January 7, 2008.

The ML drawings package and specification are classified as “Sensitive But Unclassified” (SBU) information and contain Export Controlled data.  (The current specification is 30% complete and is not SBU, but later versions will be.)  Therefore, all offerors must register with Defense Logistic Information Services (DLIS) and with Federal Technical Data Solutions (FEDTEDS) (http://www.fedteds.gov).  Instructions for registering with DLIS are found on the FEDTEDS Frequently Asked Questions Tabs, Question #10.  In order to download these drawings your firm must be registered in FEDTED and DLIS.  (In order to expedite viewing of the drawings and specification on the  FEDTEDS website, it is suggested that in your internet browser, go to Tools, select Internet Options, in the Internet Option’s Security Tab, click on Sites and add www.fedteds.gov as a safe site.  This should be done prior to entering the FEDTEDS site.)   The specification and drawings are required for your proposal preparation and must be requested by you.  The required content of an acceptable proposal is discussed in RFP Section L, Table A for Part 1 and Table B for Part 2.
There is a requirement for all offerors to register in the Department of Defense (DoD) Central Contractor Registration (CCR) System in accordance with FAR Subpart 4.1104, and NFS Subpart 1804.7400.  All prospective contractors must be registered in CCR, FEDTED and DLIS prior to award of a contract.  The vendor is solely responsible for self-registering in the CCR database, creating a trading partner profile (TPP) and updating their company information annually.  The preferred and most expedient method for vendor registration is by registering electronically through the following website address: http://www.ccr.gov.  Complete and accurate electronic registrations are processed within 48 hours.  Vendors can call 888-227-2423 from 7:30 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. EST Monday through Friday for registration questions or assistance, or to obtain a registration form and instructions.  Registration of an applicant submitting an application through a method other than the internet may take up to 30 days.
  As of 1 January 2005, the Federal Acquisition Circular 2001-26 to the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) requires that contractors use the On-line Representation Certification Application (ORCA).  ORCA is a Federal-wide web based system that centralizes and standardizes the collection, storage, and viewing of many of the contractor representations and certifications required by the FAR prior to the execution of contracts.  This change represents a conversion of a paper-based process to a more efficient electronic process to obtain representations and certifications.  ORCA will significantly reduce the paperwork burden for contractors since it is accomplished electronically annually on a Federal-wide basis rather than submitted in response to individual solicitations.  To register in ORCA, you will need to have two items: an active Central Contractor Registration (CCR) record and a Marketing Partner Identification Number (MPIN) identified in that CCR record.  Your DUNS number and MPIN act as your company’s ID and password into ORCA.  (Visit www.ccr.gov for more information on creating and entering your MPIN).  The basic information provided in your CCR record is used to pre-populate a number of fields in ORCA.  Vendors are reminded to protect their MPIN from unauthorized use.  The ORCA website is http://orca.bpn.gov/.  Further assistance can be found at www.bpn.gov.

After reviewing the ORCA database information, the offeror must verify that the representations and certifications currently posted electronically have been entered or updated within the last 12 months, are current, accurate, complete, and applicable to this solicitation (including the business size standard applicable to the NAICS code referenced for this solicitation), as of the date of the offer and are incorporated in the offer by reference – this requirement is discussed in RFP Section K,  “Annual Representations and Certifications”, paragraph K.2.
