Government personnel will discuss the requirements and answer questions regarding this solicitation.  If you have questions, it is helpful if you submit them in writing to the Government representative at least 3 working days prior to the conference.  A site visit will immediately follow the preproposal conference.

Attendance is limited to no more than two persons for each Offeror and two persons from each respective subcontractor or teaming partner.  The names and titles of attendees should be furnished to the Government representative at least 3 working days prior to the conference.  Resident aliens must present their "green card" in order to be admitted to the Center.  Foreign Nationals are not admitted to the Center without advance notification to the Government representative so that special approval can be sought.  The Government requires notification at least 14 days prior to the pre-proposal conference date to process the necessary paperwork.
Attendees must report to the Main Gate Reception Office on Greenbelt Road (Rt. 193) where passes will be issued and directions given to the building and room where the conference will be held.

Attendance at the preproposal/pre-bid conference is recommended; however, attendance is neither required nor a prerequisite for proposal submission and will not be considered in the evaluation.

The RFP includes, by reference, provision 52.215-1, INSTRUCTIONS TO THE OFFERORS-COMPETITIVE ACQUISITION, which states that the Government intends to evaluate proposals and award a contract without discussions with Offerors.  However, the Government reserves the right to conduct discussions in accordance with Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) Part 15 and NASA FAR Supplement (NFS) 1815, if the Contracting Officer determines them to be necessary.
