The Final Request for Proposal (RFP) for the Center-wide Administrative Support Services Acquisition at NASA, George C. Marshall Space Flight Center (MSFC) has been released. All potential Offerors should review the Final RFP and submit questions by 4:00 p.m. (Central Time), September 24, 2007.  Questions submitted by this deadline will be answered in an RFP amendment to be released at a later date.
This requirement is a follow-on to contract NAS8-02002 with Mainthia Technologies, Inc., who has since graduated from the 8(a) program.  The Government contemplates a Firm-Fixed-Priced contract with Indefinite Delivery/Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) Provisions.  This effort will be authorized through the use of annual task orders to procure those services defined in the Performance Work Statement.  If the effort under the current task order is amended, the Government will modify the Contract accordingly to address the change.  Vouchers submitted against the Task Order would then be adjusted to reflect the most current Task Order Value and payment schedule.

The Government has designated this procurement as a 100 percent set-aside for 8(a) small business concerns.  The NAICS code for the proposed effort is 561110, Office Administrative Services, and the small business standard is $6.5M as concurred upon by the Small Business Administration.  
The MSFC Small Business Industry Assistance Officer recently conducted a detailed market survey consisting of a Request for Information (RFI) notice describing this procurement action and requesting Industry to indicate their interest in this procurement and provide key past performance and background data.  The MSFC Small Business Office assessment was intended to assist potential Offerors in making an informed decision about whether to pursue this procurement opportunity.  There were 37 firms that responded to this RFI.  From the information submitted by these 37 companies the top 6 companies were identified based on their having the capabilities, infrastructure, and past performance to perform this effort as a prime contractor.  As a result of the RFI, these top 6 companies were contacted by the MSFC Small Business Industry Assistance Officer and specifically encouraged to propose on this effort and all have agreed to do so.  The remaining 31 companies were also notified that they 

were not determined to be in the top 6 group and that perhaps their bid and proposal funds could be best employed in a manner other than submitting a proposal as a prime contractor for this effort.  Notwithstanding the above, any potential Offeror may submit a proposal in response to this solicitation.
Potential Offerors’ are also reminded that the criteria for evaluating proposals to provide the services identified in the Performance Work Statement are detailed in Section M.  This acquisition selection will be made using a “Best Value” tradeoff analysis, and the selection will not be determined solely on lowest price.  As delineated in page L-14, STC3, “Offerors are cautioned that materially lower or higher compensation than that of local standards for comparable work may indicate a lack of understanding of the complexity of the total contract.”  Provision M.4, “Evaluation Factors for Award,” indicates all evaluation factors, Mission Suitability, Past Performance, and Price/Cost, are essentially equal to each other.  Therefore, all evaluation factors other than cost, when combined, are significantly more important than Price/Cost.

Attachment 1 provides a list of changes that have been incorporated into the Final RFP since the release of the Draft RFP (No. NNM0721213J).  These changes are a result of internal reviews performed by MSFC.  Identified grammatical and typographical errors have also been corrected in the Final RFP.  Potential Offerors are cautioned to carefully review the Final RFP in its entirety. 

Potential Offerors’ should note that the procurement sensitivity “blackout notice” letter for this procurement was distributed to all applicable MSFC employees with the release of the Final RFP to industry.
