Summary of Significant Changes since Draft RFP
Institutional Services Contract (ISC) Final RFP NNK07189729R

September 7, 2007

Provided below is a listing of the significant changes that have been incorporated into the final version of RFP NNK07189729R.  The changes are the result of questions and comments received from industry and internal reviews performed by the Government.  Grammatical and typographical errors have been corrected throughout the Final RFP as needed.  Offerors are highly encouraged to examine the Final RFP carefully and in its entirety to discern all changes.  
1. KSC’s deviation request was approved by NASA HQs authorizing a total potential ISC period of performance of ten years: a five-year base period and five one-year options.
2. In the Final RFP, B.3, “Priced Options for Transition of SSP Processing Facilities” and B.4, “Priced Options for Transition of ISSP Processing Facilities,” were revised to capture Estimated Cost, Award Fee, and Cost and Award Fee values at each WBS level.

3. In the Final RFP, B.4, “Priced Options for Transition of ISSP Processing Facilities,” was revised to include three additional options to facilitate a potentially earlier transition of the ISSP processing facilities, beginning October 1, 2009.

4. The Government Furnished Property (GFP) that is available for use during contract performance has been updated and is listed in Section J, Attachments J-4 and J-5 of the Final RFP.  H.6, “Property,” and H.7, “Capitalization of Contractor-Owned Property,” have been updated in the Final RFP to reflect recent changes to FAR Part 45.  H.6 and H.7 provide further instructions for the future replacement of GFP.  Section L.18, “Specific Cost Instructions,” “Detailed Cost Proposal Instructions,” instructs the Offeror to propose depreciation expense of the capital equipment in Attachment J-5 based on an annual replacement value of $1.7M.  This value is also included in H.6, “Property.”
5. For the ISC, the Government has established an electronic Bidder’s Library  containing all compliance and reference documents; the ISC website can be accessed at http://isc.ksc.nasa.gov.  Numerous documents have been posted to the Bidder’s Library since the release of the Draft RFP on June 21, 2007.  In addition, all export-controlled documents have been posted in FEDTEDS (http://www.fedteds.gov).  The ISC Bidder’s Library documents, including the documents posted to FEDTEDS have been officially baselined as of September 7, 2007 (i.e. release date of the Final RFP).  Offerors should note that the potential exists for the Government to post additional documents to the Bidder’s Library and for existing documents to be revised, replaced, or deleted.  Accordingly, Offerors are encouraged to check the ISC website and the ISC Bidder’s Library often.  From the release date of the Final RFP onward, any and all changes to the Bidder’s Library (including FEDTEDS) will be noted on the “Announcements” page at the ISC website.

6. Based on industry questions and comments and internal reviews, the Government has made numerous changes to Attachment J-1, Performance Work Statement (PWS); Attachment J-1, Appendix J-1-1, Tech Exhibits; Attachment J-1, Appendix J-1-2, Performance Standards; and Attachment J-1, Appendix J-1-3, Data Requirements Documents (DRD).  The changes are not individually identified herein; however, Offerors are directed to PWS 5.3.5, “Bus Service Operations,” which has been added to the Final RFP as a new ISC requirement.

7. In B.6, “Special Cost Requirements” (Note: this clause was moved from Section H of the Draft RFP and the title was changed (formerly “Special Cost Provisions”)),  Offerors should note that the following special cost requirements have been added:

· Paragraph (a), Provisional Indirect Billing Rates 

· Paragraph (c), Recalculation of Overtime Pay Due to Bonus Payments

· Paragraph (d), Fringe Benefits

· Paragraph (e), Transfer of Accrued Benefits

· Paragraph (f), Severance Pay

· Paragraph (g), Relocation Costs

Additionally, Paragraph (b), Indirect Rate Ceilings, has been updated to require Offerors to propose Indirect Rate Ceilings.  Finally, based on industry comment, Paragraph (h), Costs Not Subject to Fee, was revised to remove labor-related interdivisional transfers and labor-related subcontracts.

8. Attachment J-2, Glossary and Acronyms has been updated.

9. Offerors should refer to FAR 52.215-1, “Instructions to Offerors – Competitive Acquisition”, in particular (f)(4), which discusses the Government’s right to award a contract without discussions.
10. Offerors must be listed in and must have submitted the information/documentation required for the following on-line databases:

· EEO National Pre-Award Registry http://www.dol-esa.gov/preaward
· VETS 100 http://vets.dol.gov/vets100
Contractors are required to have a CAGE Code that matches the corporate address submitted with the proposal.  Offerors shall insert the company’s CAGE Code in block 15A of the SF33 next to the company name and address.

11. In accordance with L.18, “Specific Proposal Instructions,” electronic copies of the Offeror’s proposal must be submitted to the cognizant DCAA and DCMA offices by the proposal due date.Attachment J-9 was updated in the Final RFP to reflect the current Service Contract Act Wage Determination, WD 2005-2118.

12. Based on industry comments, most of the Final RFP has been posted to NAIS in its native format.

13. For Section L.17, “General Proposal Instructions,” Offerors should note that the page limits for the various proposal volumes have been revised.  In addition, the number of proposal copies that are required to be submitted to the Government has been revised, and the requirement for an “original” proposal has been added.

14. Offerors are directed to L.15, “Option to Purchase Incumbent Contractor-Owned Capital and Material in Stock” for special instructions regarding the purchase of incumbent-owned capital equipment and materials in stock.  Property owned by the incumbent contractor has been moved to Attachment L-7.  The Offeror shall propose depreciation expense based on a starting net book value of $1.3M in accordance with the Offeror’s depreciation methodology. 

15. Offerors are directed to L.16, “Component Cleaning and Sampling and Analysis Laboratory Services” (WBS 6.3 and 6.4), for special instructions regarding these services.

16. In Section L.18, “Specific Proposal Instructions,” section “Volume IV: Cost,” the cost instructions and associated cost forms have been revised to provide clarity.  Additionally, standardized proposal values have been moved from Section H to Section L.18 with explanatory notes incorporated.

17. Workload Indicators (WLIs) have been removed from Attachment J-1, Appendix J-1-4 and updated WLIs are included in Attachment L-8.  WLIs are intended for proposal purposes only and shall not be construed as contract requirements under the ISC.
