MISSION SUITABILITY SUB-FACTOR WEIGHTS AND SCORING

The Mission Suitability factor will be weighted and scored on a 1000 point scale.

The weights (points) associated with each Mission Suitability sub-factor are as follows:

The Mission Suitability sub-factors and the total Mission suitability factor will be evaluated using the adjectival rating, definitions, and percentile ranges at NFS 1815.305 (a)(3)(A).

The maximum points available for each sub-factor will be multiplied by the assessed percent for each sub-factor to derive the score for the particular sub-factor.  For example, if a sub-factor has possible 200 points and receives a percent rating 80, then the score for that sub-factor would be 160 points.
The sub-factor scores will be added to arrive at the total Mission Suitability points. Based upon that total mission suitability score the Government will assign an overall Mission Suitability adjective rating. The definitions will not be utilized for overall Mission Suitability adjective rating. 
MISSION SUITABILITY ADJUSTMENT FOR COST REALISM

The Government will adjust the offeror’s mission suitability score based on the Government’s cost realism evaluation. In accordance with NFS 1815.305(a)(3)(B), a structured approach will be used to adjust an offeror's overall Mission Suitability score based on the degree of cost realism.  The Mission Suitability score adjustment will be based on the percentage difference between proposed and probable costs.

This Mission Suitability point adjustment will be based on cost only (not including fee) and will not include the impact of proposed indirect rate ceilings on adjustments made to reflect probable cost. Percentage differences will be rounded to the nearest whole percentage point. This point adjustment will not reflect probable cost adjustments made to reflect assumption of current incumbent labor rates.  This exemption applies when an offeror proposes to hire some or all of the incumbent workforce, and states on the cost templates the offeror’s intent to maintain current incumbent direct labor rates.  The probable cost adjustment for the difference between the proposed and current incumbent labor rates is not included in the calculation of the probable cost used for establishing a point adjustment.  This point adjustment is in addition to any impact of Mission Suitability finding(s) concerning the inadequacy of resources, cost or otherwise, established prior to the cost realism adjustment.

COST/PRICE FACTOR

(a) Weighting and scoring is not used in the cost area. The Government will perform a cost analysis and a cost realism analysis on each proposal to evaluate the realism and reasonableness of the proposed costs. Both cost analysis and cost realism analysis will help determine the most probable cost to the Government for each proposal and ensure proposal costs are realistic for the work to be performed, reflect a clear understanding of the requirements, and are consistent with the various elements of the offeror’s proposal.  Offerors should refer to FAR 2.101(b) for a definition of “cost realism” and to FAR 15.404-1(d) for a discussion of "cost realism analysis” and “probable cost.” Offerors should refer to NFS 1815.305 for NASA specific instructions on probable cost and cost realism. The cost realism analysis may result in adjustments to Mission Suitability scores as described in Provision M.3 in accordance with the procedure described in NFS 1815.305(a)(3)(B).   
The Government will develop a Probable Cost (PC) taking into account the above considerations, proposal risk assessments, and other associated costs serving as a basis for assessing the realism of proposed cost and price.  The probable cost includes costs for the contract phase-in period, the basic period of performance (CLIN 001) all options (CLINs 001a, 001b, 001c, 001d, and 006,) and Government-furnished computing services proposed in Cost Form P (section L.19).  The PC includes adjustments to the proposed cost necessary to reflect realistic, reasonable, and complete costs of performance.  Adjustments are also made for any additional costs the Government would incur for implementing the offeror’s unique proposed approach.  Except as specified above for Government-furnished computing services, no adjustments will be made for the offeror’s use of Government-furnished property and services provided under clause G.6, “NFS 1852.245-71 INSTALLATION-ACCOUNTABLE GOVERNMENT PROPERTY -- ALTERNATE I (MODIFIED)”.
(b) Proposed indirect rate ceilings in clause B.5, “SPECIAL COST REQUIREMENTS”, will be applied in the Government’s probable cost assessment.

(c) For the probable cost assessment, the proposed fee dollars will be not be adjusted.
(d) A level of confidence determination (high, medium, or low) will be made for the probable cost assessment for each proposal.
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
